And just days after burying his mother, he played in the U.S. Amateur, making it to Match Play.  And before she passed, she told Wyndham to play for her, to play big.  And that's exactly what this young man has done, not only at Oklahoma State, and his final year at Oregon.  He continues to play to honor his mother, Lisa.  And Craig, without question, you know Mom is looking down, beaming with pride to see just how well her son has been playing the past five years.
