Ben Taylor, a winner earlier this year in South America, continuing his good form.  Josh Teater, a runner-up here a couple of years ago to Max Homa, had a chance to win in 2016.  Maybe he can do one better just two years later.

Then in 1995 the Ivanhoe Club transformed to a 27-hole facility under the guidance of Arthur Hills.  [Indistinct], some nasty little around here on a golf course that's just barely over 7,000 yards, and, uh, has quickly built a reputation in Illinois, actually in--inside the Top 15 from "Golf Digest's" rankings, in an area that is overflowing with great golf courses.

But he's coming, as you can see--great job zooming in on this lie.  The ball sitting just in that next cut.  You can see the little grass growing with the little grain there.  Would you pitch this ball so you could get it on the green with a little maybe backspin to deaden it coming down the hill?  Or do you like putting it more?

But you take what--whatever club you're most comfortable with.
