Jamie Arnold starts at 73rd.  Right now he is safe.  Derek Ernst, work to do, trailing that 75th and final spot by a mere $55.  And how about the long-hitting boy from Pennsylvania, Brandon Matthews?  We'll see if he can earn a spot inside that Top 75 by week's end.  Steve Burkowski with you, alongside my partner, the Player's Champ, Craig Perks.  And Craig, we are gonna look at these Money Lists intently for the next four days.
