[club swing] And Lanny Wadkins, Fred has always played this golf course exceptionally well.

LANNY WADKINS:  He really has. [clapping] He's has a beautiful driver of the ball and an excellent short iron player.  And he's knocking the flags down today.  Jimenez, a poor second shot here at the 10th, but makes up for it with a beautiful little pitch.

BOB PAPA:  Jimenez, the winner at the Chubb Classic earlier this year, pours that in for a birdie.  That got him into red figures at 1 under par.  How about over at 15, Corey Pavin having a good start to the Hoag classic?  This lengthy birdie putt at 15.

LANNY WADKINS:  Yeah.  A good 55-60 feet.  And, bam, right in to the flag. [cheers and clapping] That gets Corey to 4 under par.

BOB PAPA:  Fred Quinn having himself a good day.  His 8th hole of the day, the par-3 17th, and this uphill birdie putt.

LANNY WADKINS:  Yeah.  A conservative shot in here.  But a beautiful putt. [cheering] A great birdie at the tough 17th.

LANNY WADKINS:  8's a really good par-3.  Gets it near about 14 feet, just buries it. [clapping]

BOB PAPA:  That's three birdies in a row for McCarron.  And then his birdie over at the par-4 11th.

LANNY WADKINS:  Leaves it underneath the hole.  A very simple look here.  Maybe right edge, right center, up the slope.  Beautiful putt. [cheers and clapping]

BOB PAPA:  That gets Scott to 6 under par.  And Scott McCarron at 6 under par, in a share of the lead with Fran Quinn, who birdied the par-5 18th, his ninth hole of the day.  Billy Andrade having a good day.  He's just a shot off the pace.  Corey Pavin, two off the pace. [music]

BOB PAPA:  Fred Couples getting set to play his second shot at 12.  Uh, Billy-Ray, any issues with the rough over there?

These greens have some severe slope to them in places.  They really can't get them any faster than that, or they lose a lot of good hole locations.
