The golf course in the past has yielded some pretty good scores.  The wind is up a little bit on this first-round Friday.  Tom Lehman, the past Champion, currently at 1 under par.  And we take you over to the 12th.  Tom Lehman will be first to play, getting set for his second shot.  Billy-Ray Brown with this group of Lehman, Couples, and Stricker.

BILLY-RAY BROWN:  Well, thank you, Bob.  Beautiful day here in Biloxi.  Tom Lehman, center cut off the tee, 117 yards.  Really a difficult hole location, on that right-hand side. [club swing] Would love to bring it in a little bit from left-to-right.  Greens are pretty firm.  You'll see throughout the day, they're very, very fast, as well.
