Take a look at the Leaderboard.  Scott McCarron fired a four-under-par 68 in his opening round under difficult conditions.  So he opened the day with a one-shot lead over Bob May.  McCarron one under on his round.  Kirk Triplett having a good day.  He's moved to within two of the lead.  After the opening round, 68 players were over par.  And it was the highest single round scoring average, 74.97, in a non-major on the PGA Tour Champions since 2013.  Settle in for this Saturday here from TPC Sugarloaf.  Bob Papa, World Golf Hall-of-Famer Lanny Wadkins, so glad you could join us.  John Mahaffey calling the action.  Billy-Ray Brown and John Cook out on the golf course.  We take you over to the 8th green, which is a par-5.  It's a new front nine being used this year, "The Pines." There are three nines here at TPC Sugarloaf.  And Billy-Ray Brown is with this last group of Jerry Kelly, Bob May, and Scott McCarron.
