MORGAN HOFFMANN SOT: “This course really is key to play it before you get going and playing, like, 7 events here before that really helped me out today.”

AT 16, HE WON A JUNIOR EVENT HERE SEVEN YEARS EARLIER AND OPENS WITH A 1-UNDER 71.

REIGNING ROOKIE OF THE YEAR JORDAN SPIETH ALSO PLAYED HERE AS A JUNIOR, FINISHING 2ND AT THE 2010 JUNIOR PLAYERS…

JORDAN SPIETH SOT: “Any experience is great experience on a golf course like this. Going in at least I knew what the hole shapes were, where to put the ball to certain pins, and have an idea of that, to hit shots in the practice round, which will ultimately help.”

THE 20-YEAR OLD FIRES A BOGEY-FREE 67 IN THE OPENING ROUND, AS HE LOOKS TO BECOME JUST THE 3RD GOLFER SINCE THE INAUGURAL PLAYERS IN 1974 TO WIN IN HIS FIRST APPEARANCE.

AS FOR THE OTHER 131 PLAYERS IN THE PGA TOUR’S MARQUIS EVENT…TPC SAWGRASS PLAYS NO FAVORITES AS THE WORLD’S BEST TEE’D OFF THURSDAY. 

LEE WESTWOOD WAS IN THE FIRST GROUP OFF AND TOOK ADVANTAGE OF THE CALM MORNING CONDITIONS.

WESTWOOD SOT: “Hit it good all day. Hit it in the fairway a lot.//Hit a lot of good iron shots. So it was a really solid 67. Couldn’t have been really any worse.”

JUSTIN ROSE FOLLOWED SUIT AND CARDED A 67 AS WELL.

CALL2: “Rose to 5-under par opening round for the US Open Champ. He’s firing on all cylinders right now.”

ROSE SOT: “"Obviously very happy with that start today.//I felt like the course was there for the taking, you could be aggressive with your iron play, and I was happy to get off to a good start."

ALSO GETTING OFF TO A GOOD START IS YOUNGSTER RUSSELL HENLEY WHO LEADS THE MORNING WAVE.

HENLEY SOT1: “I got off to a good start.//As long as I keep feeling comfortable with the putter, I think I can putt well on these greens. Hopefully, I can do that for the next three days."

THE REIGNING HONDA CLASSIC CHAMP AND 2-TIME TOUR WINNER, HENLEY’S 65 GIVES THE AFTERNOON CONTINGENT SOMETHING TO SHOOT AT.
THE POPULAR NUMBERS IN THE MORNING ARE 5, AS IN 5-UNDER PAR AND 7 AS IN THE NUMBER OF PLAYERS WHO OCCUPY SECOND PLACE BEHIND HENLEY.

HE’S BECOME A FIXTURE ON THE PLAYERS LEADERBOARD EVER SINCE HIS DRAMATIC PLAYOFF VICTORY 6 YEARS AGO.

GARCIA ANNC 2: “He’s THE PLAYERS champion in 2008!”

SERGIO GARCIA HAS FINISHED IN THE TOP 25 IN SEVEN OF HIS 14 PLAYERS STARTS, AND HAS MADE 11 CONSECUTIVE CUTS.

STENSON’S PRE-TOURNAMENT PREPARATION PROPELS THE 2009 CHAMP TO AN OPENING 1-UNDER 71.

BUBBA WATSON TEE’D OFF FOR THE FIRST TIME SINCE WINNING THE MASTERS AT TPC SAWGRASS, A COURSE WHERE HE HAS TRADITIONALLY STRUGGLED.

CALL8: “I’m very surprised that Bubba has never made an eagle at this par 5 16. Get ready! Yea…There it is. Yes!”

WATSON CARDS AN OPENING ROUND 3-UNDER 69.

WATSON SOT1: “I have high expectations. I want to compete at a high level.//Coming to a golf course like this, that I know that I'm not really good at, it gives me a challenge to try to get better.”

MUSIC: “Make It Happen” APMC 126, # 21 (0:59)

BUT THE STORY OF ROUND ONE WAS MARTIN KAYMER. 

NAT: (7.2) “whack”

CALL3: (7.2) “Wow! He’ll have that left to tie for the lead at 7 under. Kaymer ”

IF HE CAN BIRDIE HIS REMAINING THREE HOLES, WE WILL OWN A PIECE OF HISTORY.

CALL4: (7.3) “So that gets Kaymer to 7-under.//Martin Kaymer is on form.”

HE THEN GOT ANOTHER AT 8.
CALL2: (8.2 birdie putt) “Not many birdies at this long par 3. And he’s got it, Martin Kaymer.” 

WITH TWO STRAIGHT BIRDIES, A THIRD WILL TIE THE COURSE RECORD AT 63 WITH 3 OTHERS AND BECOME THE ONLY PLAYER EVER TO SHOOT A 29 ON 9 HOLES AT TPC SAWGRASS.

CALL1: (9.4 birdie putt) “And this to tie the course record…63 by Kaymer!”

KAYMER POST1: “It’s only the first round of a long, long tournament. It’s nice to make some history you know no one has shot 29 before and I did it today. So it’s nice.”
DAY ONE CONCLUDED WITH 67 SCORES UNDER PAR.  KOREAN SANG-MOON BAE MADE HIS PRESENCE KNOWN IN HIS SECOND TRIP TO THE PLAYERS WITH A 66.  EIGHT PLAYERS WERE FOUR BACK LOCKED IN AT 67.

“I have seen a number of players putt from the back part of this green.  The results have not been good.”

TIGER:  AS I WAS READING THE PUTT, I KEPT SAYING OK IT’S A DOUBLE BREAKER // MAKE SURE THAT THE BALL MISSES LEFT OF THE HOLE BECAUSE LEFT OF THE HOLE IT WON’T GO OFF OF THE GREEN.

“Well I tell you what if Ol’ Tiger gets this one down in two…”
TIGER:  AND I HIT IT IT LOOKED PRETTY GOOD AS IT’S GOING DOWN THERE.

“Johnny, that’s better than most.”

“How about in.  Better than most, better than most.”

TIGER:  THAT WAS A PRETTY SWEET PUTT. // NOT TOO MANY PLAYERS HAVE WON THERE TWICE.  TO BE A TWO TIME CHAMPION WAS PRETTY GOOD.
CALL OPENING: “From the Northeast coast of Florida in Ponte Vedra Beach it’s the second round of The PLAYERS.”

MUSIC: “First Light” WOMG 16, # 15 (1:06)

ONCE THE MORNING FOG CLEARED…THE FIELD CONTENDED WITH WINDIER CONDITIONS ON FRIDAY.

FURYK SOT1: “The breeze was supposed to be a little down this morning, so I felt like conditions would be best to score on that first side, and then it would kind of pick up and firm up a little bit on the front, and I was right, so it was nice to get off to a good start.”

LOCAL PONTE VEDRA BEACH, FLORIDA RESIDENT JIM FURYK JUMPS TEN SPOTS ON THE LEADER BOARD AFTER HIS EARLY MORNING 68.

FURYK SOT2: “I know where to hit it here. I know the golf course as well as anyone. I've lived here for almost 20 years, so I know the golf course."

2004 PLAYERS CHAMPION ADAM SCOTT REBOUNDS AFTER A DISMAL FIRST ROUND PERFORMANCE TO MAKE THE CUT. 

CALL1: “That’s good effort on his part too. 10 shots better than his opening round 77.”

SCOTT SOT1: “I don't think I played that much better to be honest. My putting is not that great. My feel is just way off at the moment.//I've got to hit a few good shots here and there to get a good chance. Hopefully it's good enough to play another couple days, otherwise it'll be disappointing."

A 16TH OR BETTER FINISH THIS WEEK AND SCOTT WOULD TAKE OVER AS THE NUMBER ONE PLAYER IN THE WORLD.

SCOTT SOT2: “Two rounds like today, if I get to play over the weekend, could go a very long way.”

MUSIC: “First Place (mix c)” DED 128, # 68 (:46)

FIRST ROUND LEADER MARTIN KAYMER LOOKED TO KEEP THE MOMENTUM GOING ON DAY 2.

CALL3: “After course record tying 63 in much calmer conditions yesterday.//That for birdie at 15!”

KAYMER SOT1: “"It was a little difficult today. I thought it was already gusty in the morning, and the pin positions were a little bit tougher than yesterday. I didn't hit as many fairways as yesterday but I managed my way quite nicely around the golf course, had a couple of nice up and downs, two longer putts went in, so I think I kept it really well together and kept myself in the tournament."

CALL4: (17.1) “This one has for eyes for the hole.”

KAYMER INCREASED HIS OVERNIGHT LEAD AFTER MIXING 5 BIRDIES WITH TWO BOGEYS FOR A 3-UNDER 69.

IT’S THE BEST FRIDAY MORNING ROUND ANYONE COULD MUSTER.  WITH HIS 12-UNDER TOTAL POSTED WOULD ANYONE IN THE AFTERNOON BE ABLE TO TAKE A RUN AT KAYMER?
Music: SCORE 22, #12 Breakthrough
AFTER AN OPENING ROUND 66, RORY MCILROY IS CLAWING HIS WAY BACK FROM A DISASTROUS FRONT NINE.  SIX OVER IN A FIVE HOLE STRETCH PUTS HIM 4-OVER FOR THE TOURNAMENT AND 4 OUTSIDE THE CUTLINE.

MCILROY FRIDAY QQ 1:  I just got off to an awful start again. Seems like Friday afternoons aren't really when I want to play. I battled back well.” 

HE TURNS IT AROUND ON THE BACK WITH THREE BIRDIES COMING IN.  HE NEEDS ONE MORE AT 18 TO MAKE THE CUT.

FRI MCILROY 18.3 BIRDIES MAKES CUT “This from Mcilroy to survive and advance.  Well he’s done it a few times, made the cut on the line and then had a good weekend.”

FRI MCILROY 18.3 BIRDIES MAKES CUT “He’s got it.  What a putt. What a comeback.”

MCILROY FRIDAY QQ 1: "It's funny, I feel very comfortable on the back nine here. // If I could only just figure out the front nine.”
Music: SCORE 22, #4 Velocity
SERGIO GARCIA ALWAYS SEEMS TO HAVE THIS COURSE FIGURED OUT.  EVEN PAR THROUGH 16 HOLES, HE BIRDIES THE HOLE WHERE HIS HOPES OF WINNING IN 2013 WERE DASHED.
NAT CALL:  “Got enough speed?  Yes, Sergio.”
HE CARDS A 1-UNDER 71. 

SERGIO GARCIA FRIDAY QQ1  “I felt like I played quite decent, and I managed to shoot 71. It was the kind of day that it was difficult to keep the bogeys off the card because there were just so many challenging shots, and the wind was moving a little bit, so it was difficult to kind of gauge everything right."

RUSSELL HENLEY ALSO SIGNS FOR A 71.  A WINNER EARLIER THIS YEAR, THE TPC SAWGRASS SOPHOMORE IS AT 8-UNDER, ALONE IN THIRD PLACE, FOUR SHOTS OFF THE LEAD.

RUSSELL HENLEY FRIDAY QQ1 "It doesn't get much better than this, especially being at THE PLAYERS. This is a really special event for everybody, and any time you can be in the top three going into the weekend, it's nice, // I have a long way to go."

ON A VENUE WHERE FIRST-TIMERS TYPICALLY STRUGGLE, MORE THAN HALF OF THE 13 WHO MADE THEIR FIRST TRIP TO THE PLAYERS MISS THE CUT.  

Music: SCORE 17, #9 Strive to Succeed

YET, ONE FIRST-TIMER CONTINUES TO MAKE IT LOOK EASY.

SPIETH SOT 1 “When the year started, I just wanted a place to play.”

SPIETH SOT 1 “Maybe a high goal for me was to win a PGA TOUR event to earn my PGA TOUR card for next season.”

THAT DREAM BECAME A REALITY FOR THE THEN TEENAGER FROM TEXAS WHEN HE WON IN HIS 49TH CAREER START AS A PRO AT THE JOHN DEERE CLASSIC.

Nat winning call: “He’s done it.  First teenage winner of a PGA TOU event since Ralph Guldahl in 1931.”
BUT, IT WOULDN’T HAVE HAPPENED HAD IT NOT BEEN FOR ONE SHOT ON THE 72ND HOLE TO FORCE A PLAYOFF.

SPIETH SOT 4 “In mid-air right when I hit it I don’t think it has a chance. Then it was alike a magnet, found it’s way // Took one hop just short I was yelling at it to kick right and it bounced up right into the pin and dropped.”

Nat call: “Oh goodness gracious.  Jordan Spieth how about that birdie at the last?”
SPIETH SOT 4 “It gives me chills to think about how big that shot was for me.”

SPIETH SOT 1 “After the John Deere, a lot of opportunities opened up and dreams came true.”

SPIETH HAS A HALF-DOZEN TOP-10 FINISHES ALREADY IN THE 2013-14 SEASON, INCLUDING A RUNNER-UP FINISHES AT THE HYUNDAI TOURNAMENT OF CHAMPIONS, AND THE MASTERS.

SPIETH SOT 2 “Each tournament I don’t think of as any // bigger than any I’ve ever played.  I know it is, but if I start thinking that way it’s only going to add pressure to myself.”

SPIETH SOT 2 “When I step on the golf course it’s not like a cockiness in myself it’s more of just very confident in my preparation. // If I’m just playing against the golf course, I’ve played a lot of difficult golf courses growing up.  Just got to shoot under par and all of a sudden you’re competing with these guys.”

SPIETH CARDS A 6-UNDER 66 ON DAY 2 TO MOVE WITHIN ONE STROKE OF MARTIN KAYMER AT 11-UNDER PAR.  HE’S THE FIRST PLAYER SINCE GREG NORMAN IN 1994 TO PLAY THE FIRST 36 HOLES WITHOUT A BOGEY.  

FRI SPIETH 11.4 BIRDIE AUDIO “Got to wonder how long this 20 year old kid can continue this stretch.”

HARD TO BELIEVE SINCE HE’S PLAYING IT FOR THE FIRST TIME.

SPIETH FRIDAY QQ 1 “Every course I've played over the past few years has been a brand new course to me. It's only this year am I seeing places a second time. // I played a junior event here a long time ago, but not in the same setting or with the same game. I don't see that it's necessarily a first time thing. It's just normal."

LIKE MCILROY, 2004 CHAMP ADAM SCOTT ALSO SITS AT 3-UNDER.  WITH ASPIRATIONS OF DISLODGING TIGER WOODS FROM HIS NUMBER ONE PERCH HIS QUEST COULD BE UPSTAGED BY MATT KUCHAR, BUBBA WATSON OR HENRIK STENSON WHO COULD EACH CLAIM THAT HONOR THIS WEEK.
SCOTT SOT 1 1:03:09:  “The guys have their work cut out for them this afternoon. If I can put a good round on it tomorrow and post something good, I think I can have a high finish."
FELLOW AUSSIE JOHN SENDEN HAS PLAYED THE PAR 5s IN 5-UNDER THIS WEEK.  HE ADDS TO THAT TOTAL WITH AN EAGLE AT THE PAR FIVE 9TH.
NAT CALL:  “…and Send it in.  Eagle for Senden to get to 8-under at the turn.”
SENDEN FINISHES HIS SATURDAY AT 9-UNDER JUST THREE BACK. 
Music:  BR 425, #21 Quiet Confidence 

2008 PLAYERS CHAMP SERGIO GARCIA CONTINUES TO PERFORM WELL AT TPC SAWGRASS.

GARCIA 4.3 “And ho, Garcia just pours it in.”
HE JOINS SENDEN AT 9-UNDER WITH A BIRDIE AT THE 10TH.

GARCIA 10.2 “That was a serious muy bien.”
GARCIA SOT 1 1:29:26 “I've been fortunate to do well for awhile now here, so I'm // always excited to come back and give it a shot."
GARCIA GETS ANOTHER BIRDIE TO FALL AT THE 12TH. 

HE’S 4-UNDER AND GAINING MOMENTUM. 

GARCIA SOT 2 1:33:30 “It's a very thin line between doing well and maybe shooting a couple over // if you're on, you do get a good amount of birdie chances.”

SPIETH 5.4 “If he gets this one I’m a believer.  But, I’m a super believer if this one goes in.  58 bogey free holes to start this championship.  This to make it 59.  

GRANDFATHER NAT: 02:17:11 “Ain’t gonna make it.” 
SPIETH 5.4 “Not even Spieth can coax that in so the bogey free run is over.  Just like that Spieth and Kaymer are tied for the lead.”
GRANDFATHER NAT: 02:17:11 “First bogey.” 
Music: LQC 25, #1 Aeterna
NOT THAT THE PLOT OF THIS CHAMPIONSHIP SHOULD AUTOMATICALLY BE CATEGORIZED AS A TWO-HORSE RACE, A BATCH OF PLAYERS PERFECTLY CAPABALE OF WINNING SIT WITHIN SIX SHOTS OF THE LEADERS. (Rose, Garcia)

EACH OF THE THREE FINISHING HOLES PRESENTS A STRONG RISK/REWARD FACTOR.  

THE PAR 5 16TH IS A REACHABLE IN TWO.  BUT, THE GREEN IS PROTECTED BY A LAKE ON THE RIGHT AND BACK.  
COUPLES APP AT 16 CALL: “Oh, and he’s got it going high and left to right.  Oh he got the bounce!”

THE PAR 3 17TH HAS THE SIGNATURE ISLAND GREEN. 
CALL: <Garcia 17.1 water> “This is an aggressive line.  Got to get up. Oh!” 

AND THE PAR 4 18TH WITH A LAKE RUNNING DOWN THE ENTIRE LEFT SIDE, ANNUALLY RANKS AS ONE OF THE MOST DIFFICULT PAR 4 FINISHING HOLES ON THE PGA TOUR.
ADAM SCOTT CAME TO THE 18TH WITH A CHANCE TO WIN THE CHAMPIONSHIP.

CALL1: “It’s way left going toward the bunker. This ball is pulled way left. It’s caught the water!”

BUT, HE GOT IT UP AND DOWN TO WIN HIS PLAYERS CHAMPIONSHIP.

CALL2: “Adam Scott survives!”

DESPITE A PARTISAN AMERICAN CROWD THAT MARTIN KAYMER HAS COMPARED TO THE FEEL OF A RYDER CUP MATCH, THE FORMER WORLD NUMBER ONE AND MAJOR CHAMPION IS TRYING TO END MORE THAN TWO YEARS WITHOUT WINNING.
AFTER RECLAIMING THE LEAD AT 8, HE SETS HIMSELF UP FOR BIRDIE AT THE NINTH.

KAYMER 9.3 BUNKER SHOT:  “Kaymer’s // hardly hit anything but great bunker shots. // Another good one.  That’s going to be a tap in birdie for Martin Kaymer.  Second of the day.  He’s going to go to 2-under and back to 14-under.”
AND FOR THE 20-YEAR OLD TEXAN, THE DAUNTING TASK OF CLAIMING THE PLAYERS MAY HAVE FINALLY SUNK IN.

NOW HE’S HAD FIVE IN THE LAST 10 HOLES.  WHETHER IT WAS THE PRESSURE OR HE WAS IN OVER HIS HEAD, THE 20-YEAR OLD KID ONLY AMPLIFIED THE CONSENSUS THAT HE WILL BE A FORCE FOR YEARS TO COME.

SPIETH QQ 2 "It's not fun being that close and having opportunities and being in the lead on Sunday and not pulling it off.// I'm disappointed right now in how I performed, but, // I think I'm on the path to good things."

UP AHEAD AT 16, FURYK IS TRYING TO POST A NUMBER TO GIVE THE 29-YEAR OLD GERMAN SOMETHING TO THINK ABOUT.  A PUTT FOR EAGLE TO GET WITHIN TWO.

FURYK 16.3 EAGLE “Should be picking up some speed right there. Johnny the lines good. Runs out of speed.  Well played hole though. Excellent putt.  Should be a birdie.”
FURYK’S SIXTH BIRDIE OF THE DAY PUTS HIM AT 12-UNDER.

AFTER A BIRDIE AT 11, KAYMER IS RUNNING AWAY WITH THE CHAMPIONSHIP AT 15-UNDER.

KAYMER PRESSER 3:47:32 "I think the pressure and the feeling was pretty much the same when you compare the PGA and this one. //There's no major behind the tournament here, but at the end of the day, for all of us it's a major. It's the biggest field. It's a tough golf course, a very tough week, and very difficult to beat all of those guys."

THE DAY BEFORE HIS 44TH BIRTHDAY, FURYK FOR A ROUND OF 65 TO GET TO 13-UNDER AT THE LAST.

FURYK 18.3 HORN BLOWS “A critical putt for Furyk for birdie.”
BUT, AFTER MISSING HIS BIRDIE TRY, A 3-FOOTER FOR TO TAKE THE CLUBHOUSE LEAD WILL HAVE TO WAIT.

(HORN BLOWS) 
PLAY IS SUSPENDED.  KAYMER IS ON 14 GREEN WITH JUST OVER 4 HOLES LEFT TO PLAY.

KAYMER INTVW:  “It’s never nice if you have to stop especially when you’re trying to win a golf tournament.  I can’t change that just try to make the best out of it now.”
KAYMER INTVW:  “Three shot lead is not plenty, especially when you have to face 15, 16, 17, 18.”

THOUGH MOST FELT THE STORM WAS ONLY DELAYING THE INEVITABLE, THE 29-YEAR OLD FROM DUSSELDORF, GERMANY KNEW WITH FOUR HOLES LEFT TO PLAY, AND THE GAUNTLET STILL AHEAD, IT WAS ANYTHING BUT OVER. 
NAT1: (horn blows 2x’s to resume play)

PLAY RESUMES AFTER AN HOUR AND A HALF DELAY WITH JIM FURYK ON THE 18TH GREEN.

CALL FURYK PAR ON 18: “This for the lead in the clubhouse at 12 under, yes! So the local Ponte Vedra Beach resident will wait and see if Kaymer unravels.”

IN CONTROL OF HIS OWN DESTINY, KAYMER TEES OFF ON 15.

CALL KAYMER 15 TEE: “Oh, that’s not right.  Looks like that’s going left.”

KAYMER SOT 14: “Well, the nerves were fine on 15.  After the tee shot, after the second shot, everything was fine because I was completely under control.”

CALL KAYMER 15.2: “He made contact with that tree.”

CALL KAYMER 15 CHIP INTO BUNKER: “This is going left though.  Just don’t want to dump it and bury it in that bunker in front.  Which he did. He’s doing all the things you don’t want to do with a lead of three shots.”

CALL KAYMER 16.1: “Cutting it to the right center. This should be fine. Yup, lands softly. So that’s just fine.”
IN PERFECT POSITION BESIDE THE GREEN IN TWO AT THE PAR 5 16TH, KAYMER FAILS TO GET UP AND DOWN FOR BIRDIE.  
A DISAPPOINTING PAR, HE REMAINS PRECARIOUSLY ON TOP BY JUST ONE.

CALL KAYMER 17: (19:48:51) “Since that delay it’s been a much different Kaymer… Now he’s at the hole which has torn apart so many dreams of players with hopes of winning this championship.”

CALL KAYMER 17 TEE SHOT: “Looks just a little left of the hole, ohhh…this is going to be an interesting putt. WOW! 

KAYMER SOT 2: “I thought it was actually a good golf shot.”

CALL KAYMER 17 TEE SHOT: “The little par 3 never ceases to amaze us does it?  You gotta be kidding me.”
TO MAINTAIN HIS LEAD HE HAS A DIFFICULT UP AND DOWN TO SAVE PAR.
CALL KAYMER 17.2: “65 feet away…it’s gotta go, it’s gotta go. That’s not even close.”

WITH HIS FINAL ROUND 71, KAYMER BECOMES THE FOURTH EUROPEAN WINNER OF THE PLAYERS AND SEVENTH WIRE TO WIRE CHAMPION THANKS TO HIS RECORD TYING 63 ON DAY ONE.
