They're expecting thunderstorms later in the day, and a lot of rain throughout the course of the weekend.  But right now, the sun peeking through the clouds.  And we take a look at some of the early highlights.  Bernhard Langer won the Regions Tradition each of the first two years at Greystone, Lanny, playing his ninth hole of the day, his third shot into the par-5 18th.

LANNY WADKINS:  Yeah.  Went the conservative route, Bob, back into the wind.  Nice layup, about 110 yards. [clapping] And the receptive greens, as Cookie mentioned, and puts it back to about four feet.

BOB PAPA:  To say Langer likes this place is an understatement.  How about Scott McCarren, who has won two of the last three?  He leads in the Schwab Cup standings.  After a bogey at 4, rolls in this birdie putt at 5.  That gets Scott to even.  The Defending Champ, Miguel Angel Jimenez, got off to a rough start on his first nine, the back nine, but makes the turn with his second at the 1st.

LANNY WADKINS:  Yeah.  Just a beautiful shot from the left fairway bunker.  And puts it in there to about six feet.  Just a gorgeous shot there by Miguel.

And David Toms a little short with that second shot.  Has a lengthy birdie putt.  And, uh, John Cook, the wind is going to become a factor today.

And in 2017, five shots over McCarron and Parel.  And Miguel Angel Jimenez with a three-shot win last year over Joe Durant, Steve Stricker, and Gene Sauers.
