And that is where you find Oakridge Country Club.  And last week, the PGA Tour and Korn Ferry announced the ten-year agreement making the Los-Angeles-based global organizational consulting firm the umbrella sponsor of the newly-named Korn Ferry Tour.  We welcome them in the family.  So glad they are on board, as this tour continues to thrive.  And Thursday at Oakridge Country Club, par 71, just over 7,000 yards.  But, uh, plays a little bit differently.

GARY CHRISTIAN:  Well, certainly, if you're gonna miss the fairway, the right side is the ideal place to miss it.  Good angle in here.  But again, you've got to certainly float over that front edge and play the run.
