Five things to know about the 2018 Barracuda Championship

1. The Barracuda Bonus – For the fourth consecutive season, the Barracuda Bonus is a $50,000 charitable donation given in the name of the player who collects the most Modified Stableford points on the par-5 18th hole over the 72 holes. One-half of the $50,000 will go to charity or charities in the Reno-Tahoe area while the other $25,000 will go to a charity of the player’s choice. Additionally, $100,000 will be donated to charity for the first player to record a double-eagle at No. 18. Last year, The Bonus was won by sponsor exemption and former University of Nevada standout Grant Booth who scored eagle-birdie-birdie-eagle for +14 on No. 18 for the week. 

2. Time is running out: With two weeks (three events) remaining until the FedExCup Playoffs, time is running out for those players looking to secure their PGA TOUR cards for 2019-20. With that, all but two players 126-135 in the FedExCup are in the Barracuda Championship field. 
3. Modified Stableford – Since 2012, the Barracuda has been played using Modified Stableford scoring, a format not utilized on the PGA TOUR since The INTERNATIONAL ended after 2006. The Modified Stableford scoring system allocates points based on the number of strokes taken at each hole, with the goal of achieving the highest overall number of points.
4. Stars in the making – A staple of the Barracuda Championship over the years has been providing opportunity for young players to establish their PGA TOUR careers. This year’s notable sponsor exemptions are former Cal star Collin Morikawa, who has top-five finishes in his last two PGA TOUR starts and Justin Suh, a four-time All-American at the University of Southern California. Morikawa is a Special Temporary Member and on track to earn TOUR membership for 2019-20. 
5. Hitting 21 in Reno: Tournament is 21st consecutive at Montreux G&CC, a Jack Nicklaus Signature course in the foothills of the Sierra Nevada mountain range, 5,500 feet above sea level (second-highest course on TOUR behind Chapultepec GC). 
Race for the FedExCup
· With just three weeks remaining before the start of the FedExCup Playoffs, the Barracuda Championship will again play a key role in determining who qualifies for THE NORTHERN TRUST, the first event in the FedExCup Playoffs. Two winners since the inception of the FedExCup -- Gary Woodland (2013) and Geoff Ogilvy (2014) – qualified for the FedExCup Playoff finale, the TOUR Championship.

· Special Temporary member Collin Morikawa will be participating in a press conference and a 1-club challenge early in the week. 

Past-cast: Gary Woodland

· PGATE to get sound with the reigning U.S. Open champion (playing at the WGC event in Memphis) talking about how early success at Barracuda propelled him to success. He made two starts there, finishing first and second, respectively. 

IMPACT
· The PGA TOUR selected long-time Barracuda Championship volunteer Skip Monge for its prestigious Volunteer of the Year award. Skip was chosen from over 50,000 PGA TOUR tournament volunteers and is the first Barracuda Championship volunteer to be chosen for the award. Skip served as the tournament’s Marshal Chair and actively volunteered for the tournament for over 16 years. Skip Monge + “Serve Like Skip”: Skip, the 2018 PGA TOUR Volunteer of the Year, passed away recently following a continued battle with cancer. He will be remembered and honored as part of tournament week in a variety of ways: (1) his daughter, Laurie, will be on-site volunteering in her father’s memory; (2) “Serve Like Skip” pins were made for all volunteers, as well as players and caddies should they wish to wear; (3) signage honoring Skip in the volunteer tent; (4) half page in the pairings guide; and (5) at their volunteer party Friday night, typically attended by players.
