IMPACT STORIES

· The PGA TOUR selected long-time Barracuda Championship volunteer Skip Monge for its prestigious Volunteer of the Year award. Skip was chosen from over 50,000 PGA TOUR tournament volunteers and is the first Barracuda Championship volunteer to be chosen for the award. Skip served as the tournament’s Marshal Chair and actively volunteered for the tournament for over 16 years. Skip Monge + “Serve Like Skip”: Skip, the 2018 PGA TOUR Volunteer of the Year, passed away recently following a continued battle with cancer. He will be remembered and honored as part of tournament week in a variety of ways: (1) his daughter, Laurie, will be on-site volunteering in her father’s memory; (2) “Serve Like Skip” pins were made for all volunteers, as well as players and caddies should they wish to wear; (3) signage honoring Skip in the volunteer tent; (4) half page in the pairings guide; and (5) at their volunteer party Friday night, typically attended by players.

The PGA TOUR selected Eddy House as one of its finalists for 2018 Charity of the Year Award.  One of the Barracuda Championship’s newest charity partners, the Eddy House provides comfort, care and management services to at-risk youth in the Northern Nevada community. The Eddy House’s main goal is to end youth homelessness in Reno-Tahoe, one of the fastest growing issues in Nevada. 

In 2016, the Barracuda Championship was proud to unveil the Inaugural Sam S. Jaksick Jr. Visionary Award to recognize individuals in our community who have demonstrated a significantly impactful influence on the Barracuda Championship’s success and contributions to the community.  Sam S. Jaksick Jr. (1937-2013) was the inspiration for this prestigious award due to his legacy of commitment to this community and his vision for the growth and success of Northern Nevada.  Growing up in Reno, Nevada and eventually graduating from the University of Nevada, Reno with an undergraduate degree in business and MBA, Jaksick Jr. was engrained with deep ties to this community, which in turn led him to develop the community of our home course Montreux Golf and Country club, among others.  Congratulations 2018 Visionary Award Recipient Iris Shimabukuro.  Iris has been a volunteer with the Barracuda Championship for 20 years. She has an entrepreneurial spirit, and her work experience reflects that.  She owns a 20-year-old wholesale dental distribution company — Marie Reiko Inc — that sells products to retailers in the U.S., Canada, Mexico, and South Korea.  She also oversees operations for the Hawaiian Egg Company, the largest producer of island eggs in Hawaii.  This is her family’s 71-year-old business.  She spends two-thirds of her time in Hawaii and the balance in Northern Nevada.

GOLF COURSE 

· The Montreux Golf & Country Club suffered extensive winter damage but a recent visit indicated that it is expected to largely recover before competition.  Specifically, greens Nos. 3, 5 and 13 required complete resurfacing, and greens Nos. 2, 12, 15, 16 and 17 required sod repairs anywhere from 20-50%.  Prior to making the necessary repairs, slight contour adjustments were made on a few of the damaged greens. 

· The Poa annua/bentgrass/perennial ryegrass tees are in good condition and remain mostly unaffected by winter damage. The fairways and rough were also impacted by weather but have continued to recover positively for competitive play with only minor density differences noticeable.

· The Poa annua/bentgrass greens will be maintained at greenspeeds in the 12 ½ foot range. 

· The Poa annua/perennial ryegrass/bentgrass tees will be mowed at just over .300 inch, while fairways and approaches will be kept between .390 and .410 inch. 

· The Kentucky bluegrass primary rough surrounding the tees up to the green complexes will be mowed between 2 ½ and 2 ¾ inches through early Tournament Week, while the primary rough around the greens will be allowed to reach 3 ¼+ inches. The intermediate cut will be 1 1/8 inch.

CHARITY

· The Barracuda Championship will continue to support the Reno-Tahoe Foundation in 2019. In 2018, the Reno-Tahoe Open Foundation gave back close to $300,000 to local charities. This brought the total charitable giving to-date by the Reno-Tahoe Open Foundation to over $4 million.

It’s fun for the whole family with interactive demonstrations, brainteasers, face painters, fun giveaways and golf themed science exhibits. Plus, enjoy 3D printers for creating cool art projects at the Discovery’s largest off-site event in the museum’s history.

· Every ticket into the Barracuda Championship grants spectators’ access to The Patio where they can enjoy tasty barbecue at The Great Clubhouse Cookout or a refreshing beverage from the Jim Beam Bar.
