He entered 24th at the start of this week.  Currently projected just on the outside, looking in.  There will be a ton of movement and volatility over the course of the next four days.  Again, the Top 25 on the Regular Season Points List will earn a PGA Tour Card for the upcoming season.  The Top 75 also important, as well.  You finish inside that you move on to the three Korn Ferry Tour Finals events and have a fully-exempt place to play out here on this tour in 2020.  Greg Yates started the week 75th.  That is where he is currently projected.  Max Greyserman started 73rd.  He's currently projected outside of that, in the 79th spot.  You'll even see more volatility and movement over the next four days on this list.  The Top 75 every bit as important for these players, looking to extend their season and ultimately earn a PGA Tour Card.  Steve Burkowski and Craig Perks with you.  Some highlights from earlier this morning.  We'll start with Marty Dou.  His second at the par-4 8th. [club swing]
