Adam scott SOT – “south African was maybe the best sporting event I’ve been involved in and then two years ago, it was very close again so these two teams are really going at it”

Vijay Singh SOT – “its bringing all of us together, just becomes a great event for us”

Jim Furyk SOT – “it’s a fun event I think its been handled in the right spirit over the years players from both sides really look forward to it”

Gary Player SOT – “can you imagine playing a thousand and twenty-two holes and there’s a one hole difference, you couldn’t write a script like that”

Jack Nicklaus SOT – “the presidents cup has just come leaps and bounds over the last couple of matches and here in montreal we’re going to have a good event this time and I think its going to be fun”

EARLY WEEK

A DREAMY STEP BACK IN TIME…THE ROMANTIC DISTRICT OF OLD MONTREAL…ITS COBBLESTONE STREETS HAVE WITNESSED THE PASSAGE OF TIME FOR MORE THAN 360 YEARS.   TODAY, ART GALLERIES, ARTISANS’ BOUTIQUES, TERRACES AND CAFES DECORATE THE WALLS OF THESE GRACIOUS 18TH AND 19TH CENTURY BUILDINGS.
FORTY MINUTES TO THE WEST OF DOWNTOWN IS ILE BIZZARD, HOME TO ROYAL MONTREAL GOLF CLUB SITE OF THE 2007 PRESIDENTS CUP.  24 OF THE WORLD’S BEST HAVE GATHERED HERE THIS WEEK TO COMPETE IN THE BI-ANNUAL EVENT FOR THE SEVENTH TIME.   

FOR THE THIRD STRAIGHT TIME, TWO VENERABLE CAPTAINS AGAIN TAKE THE HELM OF THEIR RESPECTIVE TEAMS….THE GAME’S GREATEST CHAMPION, JACK NICKLAUS… IT’S GREATEST AMBASSADOR, GARY PLAYER.

WITH PERHAPS THE STRONGEST CONTINGENT OF INTERNATIONAL PLAYERS EVER ASSEMBLED, AS THE WEEK BEGINS…CAPTAIN PLAYER AND HIS SQUAD ARE WELL AWARE OF ONE MAN ON THE OPPOSING SIDE …TIGER WOODS.
Gary Player SOT – “we realize that tiger is this incredible golfer, and they have a monumental task whoever plays him and this is a golf course that I really think that will suit Tiger extremely so, they’ve got a big task on their hands, but I’m sure they’re going to enjoy the challenge”

Jack Nicklaus SOT – “I think I’d be great if Mike Weir play Tiger this time, I think that would be a great match, it’s the logical thing to do”

COMPETING IN HIS FOURTH PRESIDENTS CUP, CANADIAN HERO AND CAPTAIN’S CHOICE MIKE WEIR HAD NOT ONLY THE BACKING OF AN ENTIRE NATION, BUT THE CONFIDENCE OF HIS CAPTAIN… FOR PLAYER HOPED THE SCRAPPY LEFTY WOULD BE UP TO THE IMMENSE CHALLENGES HE WOULD FACE ALL WEEK

Gary Player SOT – “you know Mike has got progressively better towards the end of the year, he really wanted to play very badly understandly so and I watch him swinging this morning and we’ve had some discussions, and I’ve been in touch with him a lot lately and he’s looking very good.”

BUT, MORE IMPORTANTLY, PLAYER KNEW THE ADDITION OF WEIR WOULD PROVIDE HIS TEAM A DISTINCT “HOME FIELD” ADVANTAGE.
Canadian Fan SOT - “It’s just great.  I’m glad he made the team.  Gary Player made the right choice picking him.”

Canadian Fan SOT – “I was pleased that he picked Mike, really happy to have him here and I think that’s going to help out the crowds and the excitement”

Canadian Fan SOT – “For us, he’s the representative of our country, so it was very exciting”

Canadian Fan SOT – “for him and all of us it was important it’s the first time in Canada so I was glad for him to be selected, and yes I’m happy to be here and follow him today”

THE OPENING CEREMONIES USHERED IN THE START OF THE 2007 PRESIDENTS CUP. 
Jack Nicklaus SOT – “the will to win runs deep this week but the goodwill runs deeper…the beauty of the presidents cup is the emphasis placed on spirited yet friendly competition, I love this game and I look at both squads and I know that the future of golf is in good hands

Gary Player SOT – “what a great venue and what great galleries, you’re going to break all records, you’re going to have thirty-five thousand people here a day…(applause)…we’ve got an international team here but this week, we’re going to be twelve Canadians”

FOLLOWING THE OPENING CEREMONIES, A BARBECUE FIT FOR A KING GREETED THE INTERNATIONAL TEAM IN THEIR PRIVATE CABIN.

Stuart Appleby SOT – “I’m glad I grabbed the small one, I’ve got to go the gym just to pick this up, can we get some bigger plates please?”
WITH THE PAIRINGS SET FOR THE MORNING FOURBALL MATCHES, IT WAS ANYTHING BUT QUIET CONTEMPLATION AS SEVERAL OF THE PLAYERS WORKED OFF THEIR HUGE MEAL, AND A LITTLE EXCESS ENERGY, IN OTHER FORMS OF COMPETITION.

THE RELAXED INTERNATIONALS WERE POISED FOR WHAT THEY HOPED WOULB BE THEIR FIRST OUTRIGHT WIN SINCE 1998.
THURSDAY

EARLY THURSDAY MORNING…PLAYERS ARRIVE AT ROYAL MONTREAL TO EXPECTED RAINS AND OVERCAST SKIES.

Announcer:  “good afternoon ladies and gentlemen, welcome to the presidents cup 2007…Representing the international team Vijay Singh and Mike Weir”

OF ALL THE EARLY CHEERS HEARD THROUGHOUT ROYAL MONTREAL, NONE WOULD CHALLENGE THOSE OF LOCAL HERO MIKE WEIR.  CARRYING THE WEIGHT OF HIS COUNTRY’S SPIRIT, WEIR SET ABOUT THE TASK OF DISPLAYING THE WILL AND FORTITUDE THAT HIS COUNTRY SO PASSIONATELY PRIDES ITSELF UPON…

MATCHED WITH VIJAY SINGH, THEY BATTLED WOODY AUSTIN AND NUMBER TWO RANKED PLAYER IN THE WORLD PHIL MICKELSON IN A CONTEST THAT WOULD PROVE TO BE ONE OF THE BEST MATCHES OF THE DAY.  

WITH A THREAT OF BEING 3 DOWN, SINGH NEEDED A 25’ER TO SAVE PAR AT THE PAR 4 4TH…

ANNOUNCER:  good putt for vijay, you can hear that international crowd support”
NOT SUPRISINGLY, WEIR AND SINGH MOUNTED A COMEBACK.  
ONLY ONE-DOWN HEADING INTO THE PAR 5 6TH, WEIR’S APPROACH NESTLES TO 2’ TURNING THE MATCH ALL SQUARE

Announcer: “And that will get the crowds going…
AND LATER AND THE PAR 4 8TH…

Announcer:  and if you want to hear some crowd noise if this goes in…and it does…and all of a sudden the internationals take a one up lead”

NUMBER ONE PLAYER IN THE WORLD TIGER WOODS TEAMED UP WITH CHARLES HOWELL III TO TAKE ON SOUTH KOREAN K.J. CHOI AND KNOWN TIGER TAMER NICK O’HERN IN THE FINAL MATCH OF THE DAY.  

HOWELL’S STRUGGLES OFF THE TEE LEFT TIGER IN SOME PECULIAR SPOTS.  BUT MISSED OPPORTUNITIES FOR THE INTERNATIONALS, GAVE WAY TO A U.S. ADVANTAGE THROUGHOUT MUCH OF THE MATCH…
Announcer – “and they can close it out here”

SENSING URGENCY AT THE PAR 3 17TH, TIGER’S KILLER INSTINCTS TOOK OVER…
Announcer – “oh man what a shot, and guess who comes through”

WOODS AND HOWELL WIN 2 UP, AND CONTINUE THE UNITED STATES EARLY DOMINANCE.

THE EARLY MOMENTUM FOR THE U. S. TEAM WAS NOW BUILDING, AS THEY STARTED TO PULL AWAY ON DAY 1… 

NOW WITH 4-0 ADVANTAGE FOR THE UNITED STATES, THE DAYS MOST EXCITED MATCHES WOULD REACH THE 18TH…THE US LOOKING FOR A CLEAN SWEEP.      
WITH THE UNITED STATES IN COMPLETE CONTROL ON DAY 1, POSSIBILITIES OF A U.S. THRASHING WERE QUICKLY BECOMING A REALITY…
HOLDING A 3 UP ADVANTAGE THRU 11, IRONMAN VIJAY SINGH AND FAN FAVORITE MIKE WEIR WERE PITTED AGAINST PHIL MICKELSON AND WOODY AUSTIN.  AND ON THE PAR 5 12TH, THINGS STARTED TO HEAT UP…
Announce:  “got a chance…OHH nice yes, grabbed the each didn’t it, yes it did”
BREWING WITH CONFIDENCE, AUSTIN HAD ALL SYSTEMS GO AT THE PAR 4 14TH...

Announce:  “a lot of room right of the hole, (good swing) boy this is just right over it…oh oh here we go…Woody Austin is finding his groove”
AND THIS LITTLE HOLE THAT AUSTIN CONQUERED ON THURSDAY WOULD HELP HIM BECOME ONE OF THE STARS OF THE PRESIDENTS CUP.

WITH THE US IN PRIME POSITION TO CAPTURE ITS FOURTH HOLE IN A ROW AND A 1 UP ADVANTAGE, 44 YEAR OLD NATIVE FROM FIJI HAD OTHER THOUGHTS…
Announcer - “weir put it there and singh puts it in!”

WITH ECHOES OF ROARS REVERBERATING THROUGHOUT ROYAL MONTREAL, THE INTERNATIONALS CARRIED A 1 UP ADVANTAGE TO THE PAR 3 17TH  AND MICKELSON HAD THIS PUTT TO SQUARE THE MATCH.  

Announce:  mickelson leads it in with that putter kind of like an ode to jack or something, that was sweet and he’s fired up with woody, this is good stuff”
AS THE SEESAW BATTLE PRESSED ONTO THE LAST.  EMERGING STAR AUSTIN NEEDED ONE MORE CLUTCH PUTT FOR THE AMERICANS… 

Announce:  “geez, whoa is woody austin showing us something or what…maybe that’s the next dynamic duo for the united states Mickelson and Austin”
ONE OF THE MOST ASTOUNDING BATTLES IN PRESIDENTS CUP HISTORY, A CONTEST THAT SAW ONLY 6 HOLES HALVED, FITTINGLY ENDED IN A DRAW, AS US CAPTAIN JACK NICKLAUS CONCEDES THE HOLE, BEFITTING THE SPIRIT OF THESE MATCHES.
Nicklaus SOT – “you know I felt like when we came up there and you know mike weir from Canada I thought that it was you know I gave them their option but I thought that was the right thing to do and I think they made the right choice”

Weir SOT – “it was a tough match I mean woody uh obviously uh made some key putts down stretch, we had them uh right on the ropes and they were able to uh make some great putts”

WEIR AND SINGH CONTRIBUTED THE ONLY ½ POINT FOR THE INTERNATIONALS, ON A DAY WHERE RED WHITE AND BLUE REIGNED SUPREME.  RETIEF GOOSEN’S RECORD OF SEVEN CONSECUTIVE MATCHES WITHOUT A DEFEAT ENDED AS SCOTT VERPLANK AND LUCAS GLOVER WON THE MATCH CONVINCINGLY 2 AND 1.
FRIDAY

EARLY AUTUMN IN CANADA…A CASCADE OF COLOR.  THE SLIGHT CHILL IN THE MORNING AIR DIDN’T DETER THE OVERFLOW OF FANS FROM CAPTURING A GLIMPSE OF THE WORLD’S BEST.   IT WAS OBVIOUS… THEY KNEW A SPECIAL MOMENT WAS BESTOWED UPON THEM, ONE THAT PERHAPS WOULDN’T COME AGAIN IN THEIR LIFETIME.  THEY ALSO HAD ANOTHER REASON…TO CHEER ON NATIVE SON, MIKE WEIR.

WEIR SOT - “This is kind of the highlight of my year and when I look back, maybe the highlight of my career.  Who knows.”
IAN BAKER-FINCH SOT - “The 17th and 18th holes really were the telling holes in those matches.  Could have gone either way.  Fourball different game.  A lot more aggressive.  Go out there, play golf and have fun.”
FUN, HOWEVER, IS NOT THE WORD TO DESCRIBE PLAYING AGAINST THE WORLD’S NUMBER ONE…ESPECIALLY, WHEN HIS PARTNER IS THE THIRD RANKED PLAYER IN THE WORLD.

SADDLED WITH THE DAUNTING TASK…VIJAY SINGH AND STUART APPLEBY.  SINGH, HOWEVER, HAS WON FOUR OUT OF FIVE FOURBALL MATCHES WHEN PITTED AGAINST TIGER AND HE FIRED THE OPENING SALVO TO SET THE TONE IMMEDIATELY.

Announcer – “what a way to start your day, I don’t believe it”
THREE OF THE NEXT FOUR HOLES WERE HALVED WITH BIRDIES.   WITH FURYK IN TIGHT FOR BIRDIE AT 6, SINGH BROKE THINGS OPEN AGAIN.  HIS THIRD SHOT AT THE PAR FIVE.
Announcer – “how about this one, vijay singh, haha”

A BIRDIE BY APPLEBY AT THE PAR 3 7TH, AND THE INTERNATIONAL SQUAD HELD A 3UP ADVANTAGE 

AS IF THAT WEREN’T LOUD ENOUGH…THE VAST MAJORITY OF THE CANADIAN CROWD WAS FOLLOWING MIKE WEIR AND THE SARNIA, ONTARIO NATIVE GAVE THEM PLENTY TO CHEER ABOUT.
WEIR’S BIRDIE AT 7, GAVE HE AND PARTNER ERNIE ELS A 1UP LEAD OVER REIGNING MASTERS CHAMP ZACH JOHNSON AND CHARLES HOWELL, III.

WITH THE WEIGHT OF HIS COUNTRY SQUARELY ON HIS SHOULDERS, THE CANADIAN STUCK IT IN CLOSE AGAIN AT 8…A 2UP ADVANTAGE FOR WEIR AND ELS.
MEANWHILE, THE INTERNATIONAL TEAM OF ANGEL CABRERA AND RETIEF GOOSEN WERE MAKING PLENTY NOISE THEMSELVES.

BUT AT THE PAR FIVE 12TH, PHIL MICKELSON WAS POISED TO TAKE ADVANTAGE AND TRY TO GET THE MOMENTUM GOING THE AMERICAN’S WAY.  

Announcer – “that’s a good one, finds the green in two, that from 245 yards away”

NOT TO BE OUTDONE, GOOSEN FOLLOWED MICKELSON WITH A SHOT OF HIS OWN.   

Announcer – “oh how about this shot, oh oh oh so retief goosen will have that short putt for an eagle three”

BACK TO MICKELSON…HIS PUTT FOR A THREE.
Announcer – “Oh theres an eagle, there we go

GOOSEN’S 5-FOOTER FOR EAGLE TO HALVE THE HOLE.

Announcer – “eagle threes”
IN THE DAY’S FINAL MATCH, WOODY AUSTIN AND DAVID TOMS WERE GOING BACK AND FORTH WITH SOUTH AFRICAN’S RORY SABBATINI AND TREVOR IMMELMAN.

AUSTIN CONTINUED HIS TORRID PLAY ON FRIDAY WITH THREE BIRDIES IN A ROW TO CLOSE OUT THE BACK NINE AND GIVE HIS SIDE A SLIM 1UP ADVANTAGE.
AHEAD TO THE PAR 4 14TH, SINGH AND APPLEBY WERE PUTTING THE FINISHING TOUCHES ON A MASTERPIECE, AS THEY WERE DORMIE…5UP WITH FIVE TO PLAY..  SINGH’S EASY UP AND DOWN FOR BIRDIE TOOK THE MATCH FOR AN IMPROBABLE VICTORY OVER WOODS AND FURYK 5 & 4.

THE INTERNATIONALS COMBINED FOR SEVEN BIRDIES, TWO EAGLES AND SHOT 11 UNDER THROUGH 14 HOLES TO TAKE DOWN THE FORMIDABLE AMERICAN DUO.

Appleby SOT – “vijay and I it’s a good moral victory, we needed some sanity today from that in winning, we got cleaned yesterday and that’s happened before and you can look at history and all that, but still you need to bounce back, if you bounce back you’re in the game”

Singh SOT – “I don’t know what the guys are doing ahead but uh you know we needed a point we needed something to boost our guys back there and this is good I mean we got a good point up there and they can follow us in”

WITH THEIR FIRST FULL POINT FOR THE INTERNATIONALS ON THE BOARD THEY JUMPED AHEAD TO SHOW SUPPORT FOR TEAMMATES ANGEL CABRERA AND RETIEF GOOSEN.
AT THE 16TH, WITH HIS BACK AGAINST THE WALL, LITERALLY, GOOSEN REARED BACK FOR A LITTLE SOMETHING EXTRA. AN AMAZING PAR.  THE MATCH REMAINED ALL SQUARE TO THE 17TH.

Announcer – “this is Goosen for birdie at this match that is all square, and you’ll hear the gooses come out again probably”

NOW, THE PRESSURE WAS ON THE AMERICANS AND THE ROOKIE MAHAN.
Announcer – “oh clutch putt by Mahan, and it remains all square as they go to 18”

AT 18, CABRERA SHOWED WHY HE IS THE DEFENDING U.S. OPEN CHAMPION.  
UNDER THE WATCHFUL EYE OF HIS TEAMMATES, HE COOLY ROLLED IN THE 10-FOOT BIRDIE PUTT TO WIN THE HOLE AND THE MATCH, 1-UP.
Announcer – “and the internationals get another full point”

BACK AT 17, 2-UP WITH TWO TO PLAY, ELS AND WEIR WERE DORMIE IN THEIR MATCH WITH JOHNSON AND HOWELL.  WEIR HAS PLAYED BRILLIANTLY WITH SIX BIRDIES IN HIS FIRST 14 HOLES ON HIS OWN BALL AND HE WENT HUNTING FOR THE PIN AGAIN TO CLOSE OUT THE MATCH.

Announcer – “that ought to be good enough, plenty good enough”
Mike Weir SOT – “this is the first time I’ve played with Ernie in fourth cup here and you know he’s such a relaxed guy and it seemed to work well, you know we had two balls on the green and two putts for birdies on most the holes and I think when you can do that and uh in that type of match in a best ball match you put a little more pressure on”

THE FIVE POINT AMERICAN LEAD AT THE START OF THE DAY HAS NOW BEEN CUT TO TWO.  THE INTERNATIONALS ARE LEADING IN TWO OF THE FINAL THREE MATCHES AND ARE ALL SQUARE IN THE THIRD.  

BACK AT THE INVITINGLY SHORT PAR FOUR 14TH,  IMMELMAN AND SABBATINI ARE 1-UP AS SABBATINI PULLS OUT DRIVER.
Announcer – “oh he just ripped this one, oh here we go, full read that, oh they’ve been waiting all day to see that, and look at gary player…the issue has been forced now, the us team has to go with driver, and that one is in the middle of the lake”

AUSTIN TOO GOES FOR THE GREEN.  WITH THE AMERICANS BOTH WET, AUSTIN ISN’T READY TO CONCEDE JUST YET. 
Announcer – “look at this, oh there’s woody Austin trying to get it out of the water, haha oh my gosh, Austin overboard, that’s the definition of trying hard I’ll tell yea”

Woody Austin SOT - “The odds were very slim, you don’t want to ever concede the hole without playing the hole.  So we just felt if there was any minor miracle that I could get it to the bank then I might be able chip it in.  What I didn’t know there was rocks in there and I hammered a rock so I didn’t even have a chance to get to the ball.  And then I stepped on another one when I lost my balance and that was it and I was done.”
Woody nats – “I’m face first in the water”

Woody Austin Caddie – “I mean what else you got to do, haha I guess that’s taking one for your country right there”

Woody Austin SOT – “number one on top ten reasons not to listen to your caddie right there”
AFTER PICKING HIMSELF UP AND DRYING HIMSELF OFF, AUSTIN DRAINED A BIRDIE PUTT AT 16 TO KEEP HIS TEAM IN CONTENTION. 

Announcer – “another one and that was a nice fist pump by Woody”

PERHAPS, THE REJUVENATING SPLASH AT THE 14TH HAS AWAKENED AUSTIN. ONE DOWN WITH TWO TO PLAY AT 17, AUSTIN HAS SET HIMSELF UP WITH ANOTHER BIRDIE OPPORTUNITY.
Announcer – “he’s done it again, this guy is the match play assassin”

THE MATCH THAT SAW A LITTLE BIT OF EVERYTHING FITTINGLY CAME DOWN TO THE LAST HOLE, AND AFTER BIRDIING THE LAST TWO HOLES TO KEEP THE AMERICANS HOPES ALIVE, AUSTIN CONTINUES TO STAY HOT.
Announcer – “what wouldn’t we expect from woody Austin”

UNABLE TO CLOSE OUT THE AMERICANS, THE SCRAPPY SABBATINI TOOK DEAD AIM.

Announcer – “he’s taking it in low, he’s trying to skip it back there, sabbatini’s talking to it says be right and he is tight, what a golf shot”

SABBATINI’S BIRDIE AT 18 FORCED THE AMERICANS TO MAKE TO HALVE THE MATCH.  DID WOODY AUSTIN HAVE ONE MORE TRICK LEFT IN HIS MAGIC WAND?
Announcer – “and what a finish for Woody Austin, eight birdies today for the 43 year old rookie, the most of any player today.”

WHAT A DAY FOR GARY PLAYER’S INTERNATIONAL TEAM.  FIVE POINTS DOWN WHEN THE DAY BEGAN, THEY WIN 4 ½ POINTS IN FOURBALL TO PULL WITHIN TWO POINTS OF THE UNITED STATES.
SATURDAY

OF THE FOUR DAY TOURNAMENT, THIS ONE HAS THE EARLY CALL. WITH THE FIRST TEE TIMES SET AT 7:15am, THE US TEAM ARRIVES WELL BEFORE SUNUP.
Nats “good morning jack” 

Nicklaus SOT - “morning, how we doing ”

Gary Player SOT – “top of the morning, how you feeling good good, has it got the usa only on one side, (us again) again man haha, 3 times in a row
PAIRED AGAIN WITH PHIL MICKELSON FOR THE MORNING FOURSOMES, EMERGING STAR WOODY AUSTIN DRAWS SOME MORE GOOD-NATURED RIBBING FOR HIS FRIDAY AFTERNOON PLUNGE
Gary Player SOT – “you’re taking a few swimming lessons man…his head went right down..”
IN WHAT HAS BEEN A HUGE WEEK ALREADY FOR THE COUNTRY, THERE IS NO BIGGER PAIRING OF THE DAY FOR THE INTERNATIONALS AND THE CANADIAN FAITHFUL THAN VIJAY SINGH AND CANADA’S NATIVE SON, MIKE WEIR.

Announcer – “I think this match is really a crucial match that the Internationals beat this team, you know.. “Well, I would tend to agree, Johnny, you have to think that based on their performance in the first 2 sessions that this is the strongest international team,… and they’ve got the most mojo as far as the gallery favorite.”
WITH 35,000 FANS IN ATTENDANCE – NEARLY ALL OF THEM MAY BE FOLLOWING THIS MARQUEE MATCH. 
AT THE NINTH, WEIR RESPONDS TO A STIFF APPROACH SHOT FROM THE AMERICANS WITH ONE OF HIS OWN.
Announcer – “Oh, theyr’e gonna love this one. (excitement) That’s an answer. Oh, wow! Mike Weir continues to bring the Canadian crowd to its feet.”
EARLY SATURDAY MORNING, IT LOOKS AS THOUGH THE INTERNATIONAL TEAM WILL BUILD ON THE MOMENTUM FROM FRIDAY’S TURNAROUND PERFORMANCE, LEADING 2 MATCHES AND ALL SQUARE IN 2 MORE. 
Nats  (crowd chants) - “Ernie! Ernie!”
BUT IT ISN’T LONG BEFORE THE AMERICANS BEGIN TO TURN THE TIDE, WITH PHIL MICKELSON’S INCREDIBLE SHORT GAME ON FULL DISPLAY. 

Announcer – “How soft is that. Oh my! Ho, ho-ho!”  Miller, “He almost got off the air, Gar!”  (Laughs) Koch, “That vertical leap is not his best move.”

THE MICKELSON AND AUSTIN PAIRING ARRIVE AT THE 14TH HOLE WITH A 4-UP ADVANTAGE AND AN OPPORTUNITY TO CLOSE OUT THEIR MATCH WITH A BIRDIE – COINCIDENTALLY THE SAME HOLE AUSTIN MADE A SPLASH AT ON FRIDAY, THIS TIME HE STAYS DRY FROM THE FAIRWAY.

Announcer – “He and Furyk take care of business in a big way today 4 and 3… and another full point on the board for the US as they now lead it 9 to 5 and they have definite designs of a sweep.”
SURPRISINGLY 3 DOWN THROUGH 14 TO AMERICANS VERPLANK AND GLOVER, VIJAY SINGH BREATHES SOME LIFE BACK INTO HIS TEAM AT THE PAR-4 15TH…

Announcer – “Got a pretty good strike on it. It’s looking good.”   Hicks call, “Oh is he gonna do it? A hole out! Another hole out by Singh! Four this week!”
IN NEED OF A RALLY, PARTNER WEIR ALMOST KEEPS THE MOMENTUM GOING AT THE FOLLOWING HOLE.

Announcer – “They could use this. Hit it Mike! Did he hit it!? Oh! Are you kidding. They would have gone crazy. The clubhouse walls might have fallen down. Blown the roof off Royal Montreal.”

WITH A 2-UP LEAD AT 17TH, THE US TEAM IS CONCEDED THE PAR FOR THE VICTORY

Announcer – “That was a big loss for the International side. They should win that match. That’s a big upset.”
WITH AN IMPRESSIVE SWEEP OF THE MORNING FOURSOME MATCHES, THE AMERICANS HOLD A 12-5 ADVANTAGE AT THE HALFWAY POINT ON SATURDAY. PERHAPS MOST IMPRESSIVE IS THE AMERICANS RECORD IN FOURSOMES PLAY THIS PRESIDENTS CUP,WINNING 9½ OUT OF A POSSIBLE 10 POINTS.
SATURDAY AFTERNOON

AT HIGH NOON, THE FOURBALL MATCHES BEGIN – WITH THE INTERNATIONALS NEEDING A HURCULEAN EFFORT TO HAVE ANY CHANCE OF GETTING BACK THE CUP.”
PAIRED TOGETHER FOR THE 3RD TIME, AUSTIN AND MICKELSON SQUARE OFF AGAINST ADAM SCOTT AND RETIEF GOOSEN IN THE SECOND MATCH OF THE DAY. THROUGH THE FRONT NINE, STEADY PLAY KEEPS THEM ONE UP ON THE INTERNATIONALS.

Announcer – “yes, yes so mickelson and Austin move it to up thru 10 over adam scott and retief goosen”

WINNERS IN THEIR FOURBALL MATCH ON FRIDAY, MIKE WEIR AND ERNIE ELS ARE HEAVY FAVORITES IN A MATCHUP WITH TWO YOUNG AMERICANS. 
Announcer – “Boy did they need that. Get a little noise making its way around Royal Montreal.”

UNDAUNTED, CHARLES HOWELL AND LUCAS GLOVER FIGHT THE INTERNATIONALS SHOT-FOR-SHOT EARLY ON. 
Announcer – “Lucas Glover from 76 yards at the short par-4. Hole out Eagle for Glover and the United States  Glover says he’s not really a rah-rah guy, let’s his clubs do the talking, they just spoke loudly.”
THE TWO PLAYERS THAT SAT OUT THE MORNING FOURSOMES SESSION FOR THE INTERNATIONAL SQUAD, ANGEL CABRERA AND KJ CHOI, LOOK FRESH IN BIRDIE-ING FOUR STRAIGHT HOLES TO CLOSE OUT THE FRONT NINE TOGETHER.
Announcer – “So this team has a little momentum going… Cabrera’s putt for a birdie and a win, that moves the Internationals to 1 up…So important as they’re first out…That’s right, get the crowd into it and hopefully that filters back.”
THE MOMENTUM FLOATS BACK TO MIKE WEIR – TO THE DELIGHT OF THE FANS AT ROYAL MONTREAL.

Announcer - “This has the crowd buzzing.” Miller, “That looks like a birdie.”
THE 37-YEAR OLD USES THREE STRAIGHT BIRDIES TO BUILD A 3-UP LEAD ON THE YOUNG AMERICANS. 

Announcer – “Yes. And Weir will get the crowd fired up even more!”
ON A ROLL FOR THE AMERICANS ARE DAVID TOMS AND TIGER WOODS WHO, DESPITE HAVING PLAYED ON 6 INTERNATIONAL TEAMS TOGETHER, HAD NEVER BEEN PAIRED IN THE SAME GROUP.
THE TWO HAVE ALL PARTS OF THEIR GAME WORKING IN A MATCHUP WITH AUSSIES NICK O’HERN AND GEOFF OGILVY.
GIVEN THE OPPORTUNITY AT THE PAR-5 12TH, TIGER FLEXES HIS MUSCLES FROM 262 YARDS.

Announcer – “Oh, what a shot. What a shot!...Look at where that ball landed and where that ball stopped.”
THE FIREWORKS CONTINUE AT THE 15TH HOLE, WHERE TIGER NEEDS ONLY A TWO-PUTT FROM 42 FEET TO SEAL THE VICTORY FOR THE U.S.

CLINGING TO A 1-UP LEAD AT THE 16TH HOLE, ADAM SCOTT AND RETIEF GOOSEN USE AN UNLIKELY BIRDIE TO INCREASE THEIR LEAD.

Announcer – “Goosen holes it out!...Thanks for the memories. Wow, what a noise this is.”  Crowd – “Goose!”
UN-PHASED BY ALL THE EXCITEMENT, WOODY AUSTIN CONTINUES HIS EMERGENCE AS A STAR FOR THE AMERICANS WHEN HE GETS A POINT BACK ON THE FOLLOWING HOLE.  
JUST ONE DOWN AT THE FINAL HOLE, MICKELSON CONSULTS WITH HIS TEAMMATE OVER A 20-FOOT BIRDIE OPPORTUNITY TO HALVE THE MATCH IN AN UNLIKELY COMEBACK.
Announcer - “Oh he drilled it!” …“How about that birdie on the last hole? Wow. …“And how about that halve that the United States pulls out there.”  “Just stole that half a point.”
Mickelson SOT - “We just wanted to have a couple of chances and I had a chance to see his chip roll by the hole and I had an idea how it was going to break and that certainly helped.”

Jack SOT – well thank you all guys and gals, thank you all very much, that’s very very nice.

IN THE EARLY HOURS OF SUNDAY MORNING, WITH THE AMERICANS SLEEPING ON THEIR 7 POINT LEAD, AND THE INTERNATIONALS DREAMING OF A MIRACLE COMEBACK, WORKERS AT THE MONTREAL GAZETTE BUSILY PREPARE THE MORNING HEADLINES.  FOR CANADIAN SPORTS FANS, THE NEWS DOESN’T GET MUCH BIGGER.

ANNOUNCER – HICKS “Welcome to Royal Montreal Golf Club on a cool crisp fall day for the final day of this Presidents Cup, the Americans in clear control heading into the 12 singles matches today and do we have some great match-ups among them.  Phil Mickelson, the 2nd ranked player in the world for the United States will go against Vijay Singh it is no secret that these two have a history and today they get to add to it, then in the very next match, the captains made it a reality, Tiger Woods continuing just one of the finest stretches of his career against Canada’s own Mike Weir who’s gonna hear it from the crowd today and he has a chance to help take some of the sting out of a disappointing week so far for his international team.

ANNOUNER - HICKS:  “Mickelson squares it up against Vijay Singh.”

ONE DOWN AFTER A BOGEY AT 3, SINGH NEEDS A MIRACLE PAR TO JUST TO HALVE THE 4th.
HICKS ANNOUNCE – “And Singh with an unlikely 4.”
BUT ANOTHER BOGIE AT 6 DROPS HIM 2 HOLES DOWN.
KOCH ANNOUNCE:   “So a gift Phil Mickelson wins the par 5 6th with a par”

DAN HICKS ANNOUNCE:  “And Singh is in danger of going 3 down.”

BOB MURPHY ANNOUNCE:  “Pretty much has to make, Phil is in there real close.”

JOHNNY MILLER ANNCOUNCE:  “always right… Just a flat push.”
