FRIDAY MORNING AT THE DEUTSCHE BANK CHAMPIONSHIP. THE TOP 100 PLAYERS ARRIVE AT TPC BOSTON HOPING TO KEEP CHAMPIONSHIP DREAMS ALIVE AS THE SECOND EVENT OF THE PGA TOUR PLAYOFFS GETS UNDERWAY.

HEATH SLOCUM IS NO EXCEPTION.  JUST FIVE DAYS AFTER WINNING THE BARCLAYS, HE SITS 3rd IN THE POINTS STANDINGS AND IS AN EMERGING CONTENDER FOR THE FEDEXCUP. BEGINNING HIS ROUND ON THE 10TH HOLE, SLOCUM SINKS A BIRDIE PUTT TO KEEP HIS MOMENTUM GOING… BUT NOT FOR LONG.  A BOGEY AT 11 DROPS HIM BACK TO EVEN PAR, THOUGH HE FINISHES THE DAY AT 2-UNDER. 

PLAYING ALONGSIDE SLOCUM IS FEDEXCUP POINTS LEADER TIGER WOODS. COMING OFF A TIE FOR 2ND AT THE BARCLAYS, HE STARTS HIS ROUND SLOWLY WITH 3 PARS AND A BOGEY IN HIS FIRST 4 HOLES. BUT BIRDIES AT 14 AND 18 GET HIM TO 1-UNDER. 

2ND IN THE FEDEXCUP STANDINGS, STEVE STRICKER TOYS WITH THE COURSE ALL DAY MAKING 8 BIRDIES - INCLUDING 4 STRAIGHT ON HIS INWARD NINE - AND FIRES A BOGEY-FREE 63. 

STRICKER SOT: "That round there was a good momentum builder. Good day for me. I hit a lot of close shots in there. I drove the ball really well and just gave myself a lot of opportunities. I thought there were some good scores to be had on the front side and that was my thought going out there. Just try and get it in the fairway and go on and play the smart shot and the right shot at the time."

O'HAIR SOT: "Overall I hit the ball fantastic. Struck the ball really nicely and putted nicely. It just seemed like I hit some of the right shots at the right time." 

WHILE O'HAIR IS CRUISING, SERGIO GARCIA IS SPINNING HIS WHEELS. 71ST IN THE STANDINGS AFTER THE BARCLAYS, THE SPANIARD MUST MAKE THE CUT TO REVIVE HIS PLAYOFF HOPES. A CLUTCH BIRDIE PUTT ON 15 GETS HIM BACK TO 1-UNDER, JUST GOOD ENOUGH TO STAY IN THE HUNT.

BUT GARCIA ISN'T THE ONLY BIG NAME STRUGGLING. STEVE STRICKER FALLS OFF THE PACE WITH A 1-OVER 72, AND TIGER WOODS IS VICTIMIZED BY A COLD PUTTER AND IN SERIOUS DANGER OF MISSING THE CUT.

TIGER SOT: "I noticed I saw a lot of media guys out there, so I thought, I'd better turn this thing around and make them go away." 

MISSION ACCOMPLISHED. THE WORLD NUMBER ONE SCRAMBLES, BIRDYING 4 OF HIS LAST 7 HOLES TO GET TO 4-UNDER FOR THE CHAMPIONSHIP.

TIGER SOT: "Now I've got to go low two rounds and I'm going to need some help. If I putt well, then I'm right there and I win golf tournaments. And if I don't, then I'm still right there with a chance."

AND THEN REACHING THE PAR-5 18TH IN TWO. HIS 11TH ONE-PUTT CAPS A 65 FOR A SHARE OF THE 54-HOLE LEAD. 

STRICKER SOT: “We always are trying to spur each other on. We're very competitive, I know we want to beat each other even though we're friends we still want to beat each other, but it was a good round. It was a fun round and it was tough out there.”

HARRINGTON NAT: “I’ll tell you what I’m gonna do. I’m gonna sign them all.”

TIGER WOODS SOT: "You play like you always do. You always go out there and you try and shoot the lowest round you possibly can. Whether you can win a tournament or not, it doesn't matter. You go out there and post a low number and see what happens." 

TIGER MAKES AN EARLY CHARGE, WITH RED NUMBERS DOMINATING HIS SCORECARD ON THE FRONT NINE. AFTER BIRDIES ON 3 OF HIS FIRST 4 HOLES, HIS APPROACH ON THE PAR-4 6TH FINDS THE CUP FOR AN EAGLE 2. 

ANNOUNCE CALL: "You can never count out the most electrifying player in the game…Eagle! Hole-out, to get to 9-under." 

WOODS TIES THE COURSE RECORD WITH A 30 ON THE FRONT NINE, TAKING HIM TO 10-UNDER PAR AND JUST 3 OFF THE LEAD. BUT A MIRACLE COMEBACK ISN'T IN THE CARDS. TWO BOGEYS ON THE BACK NINE DOOM ANY HOPE OF VICTORY, AND HE SETTLES FOR A 63 AND A TIE FOR 11TH. WHILE IT'S HIS FIRST FINISH OUTSIDE THE TOP 10 IN 5 PLAYOFF STARTS, TIGER REMAINS UPBEAT. 

TIGER WOODS SOT: “I just made a few more putts today. That's the difference. If you look at the way I've played the last two weeks, I've hit the ball really well, just haven't got anything out of my rounds.”

WHILE WOODS IS FINISHING HIS ROUND, THE LEADERS ARE GETTING UNDERWAY. 12 PLAYERS START THE DAY WITHIN 3 SHOTS OF THE LEAD, CREATING A REVOLVING DOOR OF NAMES ATOP THE LEADERBOARD THROUGHOUT THE AFTERNOON. 
PADRAIG HARRINGTON GRABS THE LEAD EARLY. JUST 1 BACK ENTERING THE DAY, THE IRISHMAN BIRDIES 4 OF HIS FIRST 7 HOLES TO TAKE THE OUTRIGHT LEAD AT 16-UNDER, BUT THAT LEAD IS SHORT LIVED.”
PADRAIG HARRINGTON SOT: “I made some mistakes around the turn. I took double bogey on 12. I was very unlucky with the tee shot. I pulled it down the left and it caught the limb of a tree and it went unplayable. These things happen. You get some good breaks, you get some bad breaks.”

HARRINGTON BIRDIES 17 AND 18, BUT THE DAMAGE IS DONE AND HE FINISHES TIED FOR 4TH. 

JASON DUFNER IS THE NEXT PLAYER TO GRAB THE LEAD. 3 STROKES BACK AFTER SUNDAY, HE NEARLY MATCHES TIGER BY CARDING A FRONT NINE 31. THEN ON THE 18TH, HE TAPS IN A CLUTCH BIRDIE PUTT TO TAKE THE OUTRIGHT CLUBHOUSE LEAD. 

JASON DUFNER SOT: "I felt like if I could go out and post a good number, 6-, 7-, 8-under, I'd be right there to give some guys something to shoot at. That's kind of what happened.”

YET DUFNER MERELY PROVIDES STEVE STRICKER WITH A SCORE TO BEAT. 

STEVE STRICKER SOT: "I could hear the roars going up from groups ahead of us. But I really didn't know where I really stood. I just had to be patient and hopefully make some birdies coming in." 

TRAILING DUFNER BY 1 GOING TO 17, STRICKER DOES JUST THAT, CALMLY SINKING A BIRDIE PUTT TO TIE FOR THE LEAD.

STEVE STRICKER SOT: “It was a tough day. There was a lot of guys in the mix. I just found a way to get it done. When it came down to the end, I gave myself a lot of opportunities there those last three, four, five holes and knowing that I needed to make a couple birdies coming in and actually doing it means a lot.”

STEVE STRICKER SOT: “It solidifies my chances of winning the FedExCup. It ensures that I'm going to be in that Top 5. I can control my own destiny and that's what my goal was.”
