HE PUTS HIMSELF IN GREAT POSITION WITH A THIRD ROUND 65. 

Baker-Finch, “Well done, great read…Martin Laird leads the way at 12-under now.” 

PAR AT THE LAST GIVES LAIRD THE FIRST 54-HOLE LEAD OF HIS CAREER. 

NANTZ CALL, “Well done. What a nice round." 

MARTIN LAIRD, "I think since Firestone I’ve moved up every week in the standings. And just kind of thought if I keep doing that, keep progressing, going the right way up to the FedExCup every week all the way through, who knows where it will take me. I’ve been playing really well the last four or five weeks and it's nice to finally have some results."

NANTZ CALL, “The Barclays is underway and some exciting things have already happened here. It is 90 today things indeed warming up in the final round. It is going to be wild. We have a young man just 27 who was born in Scotland who is leading this event by four – Martin Laird." 

EARLY ON, SCORING CONDITIONS APPEAR PERFECT – AND TAKING ADVANTAGE IS TIGER WOODS, WHO SEEMS TO HAVE RECAPTURED HIS SWING THIS WEEK. 

CALL, “That was from 165 hitting that high fade and if it’s enough bad, it’s pretty good.”

FALDO, “Oh, it sure is.” 

FIVE BIRDIES ON THE DAY MOVE WOODS COMFORTABLY INSIDE THE TOP 100 IN THE FEDEX CUP STANDINGS. 

OOSTERHUIS, “And hit it on the right line at the right speed. 6 under par, tied for 12th position.” 

TIGER WOODS, "I found something in my stroke today which was good. I went with it. And I hit a lot of good putts today. The next three venues I've won on. So I'm going to three venues I'm very familiar with and looking forward to it.”

JASON DAY, “It was a little bit of a struggle. I didn’t hit as many fairways as I would have liked to. Finishing tied for 5th I can’t be disappointed.”

FIVE SHOTS OFF THE LEAD TO START HIS ROUND, KUCHAR CHIPS AWAY WITH A BOGEY FREE SUNDAY. 

McCORD, “What a putt and Matt Kuchar goes into a tie now for 2nd place. Heating up just at the right time.” 

CONSECUTIVE BIRDIES AT 16 AND 17 HELP KUCHAR SHOOT A 5-UNDER-66. 

BAKER-FINCH, “This to go to 12-under and tie for the lead, can he post the number?”

BAKER-FINCH, “A win in the playoffs would really mean a lot to Matt Kuchar.”

CALLS, “8-iron from 175 yards…Skewers it. Incredible. Wow.”

NANTZ, “Laird with that radar like precision looking for another birdie at 12.” 

AT THE 17TH, LAIRD BREAKS OUT OF A TIE WITH KUCHAR THANKS TO A BIRDIE ON THE PAR-5. 

BAKER-FINCH, “Yes! Sensational two-putt for birdie. Fantastic. Collected his nerves…13-under par… Just a par at the last now is all he needs.” 

NANTZ, “Now Martin Laird to this point, 22 putts through 17 holes and all he needs is 2 more… and he would take the title here at The Barclays.” 

CALL, “Settle down. He slammed it, my goodness… Shakespeare may have written a few plays, but he couldn’t create drama like this.” 

NANTZ, “This certainly would be the breakthrough moment for Martin Laird.”

NANTZ, “That was not even scaring the hole.” 

FALDO, “My goodness, wasn’t expecting that.” 

NANTZ, “We’ve got a playoff, Laird and Kuchar will go back to the 18th tee.” 

MARTIN LAIRD, "I just left myself one 8 footer too many and I can not really be mad. I am not to upset about it because I did not think I hit it to hard."

SNEDEKER RECORDS AN EAGLE TWO AT 4TH.

DAY RESPONDS WITH A BIRDIE ON THE FOLLOWING HOLE. 

KOCH, "Tell you what; you don’t see any weaknesses when you watch him play."

’07 CHAMPION PHIL MICKELSON, 10TH IN THE FEDEX CUP STANDINGS, HAS ADDITIONAL MOTIVATION THIS WEEK AS HE CAN OVERTAKE TIGER WOODS AS WORLD NUMBER ONE WITH A WIN.

THREE UNDER ON HIS DAY AND ONLY FOUR SHOTS OFF THE LEAD, LEFTY EYES ANOTHER BIRDIE AT THE 15TH. 

MILLER, “Uphill shot, a little bit awkward. He likes it.” 
HICKS, “And one of those bad breaks when you hit the stick.” 

PHIL SOT, "As I was standing over the chip I kind of turned to him and I said screw it, I'm going to make this… You know, that stuff happens. I'm going to knock this in, and I’ll be darned if that ball didn’t go in." 

HICKS, “Oh, wow!”

CALL, “Justice prevails.”

HICKS, “He turns a bad break into an opportunity for yet another highlight at 15.” 

MICKELSON FINISHES THE ROUND AT 12-UNDER, FIVE BACK AFTER 54 HOLES. 

[PAUSE]

AS THE FINAL GROUP COMES IN, SNEDEKER BIRDIES TWO OF THE LAST THREE HOLES AND TIES DAY FOR THE LEAD.

KOCH, “He walks that one right in for a two. Brandt Snedeker to 15-under par… all of a sudden this could get very interesting.” 

KOCH, “Count it!”

BUT AT THE PAR-5 18TH, SNEDEKER FINDS THE HAZARD ON HIS APPROACH AND LEAVES HIS FOURTH SHOT IN THE ROUGH. 

HICKS, "Snedeker…is he gonna make it!? It is a crazy game. Oh ho ho, wow!”
MILLER, “Just another PGA TOUR par.”
THE MIRACULOUS CHIP-IN PUTS SNEDEKER IN THE CLUBHOUSE AT 16-UNDER…

…WHILE DAY FINISHES WITH A TAP IN BIRDIE.

HICKS, “And 22-year old Jason Day has the lead heading into the final round at 17-under.”

DAY SOT:  "We really enjoyed each other's company today and he played well and I'm just looking forward to tomorrow. For some reason, I was walking down the last couple of holes and felt like I was actually going to win the tournament today, but you know we got one more day left so I’m going to try and stay patient and we'll see how it goes tomorrow."

THE TOP TWO PLAYERS IN THE WORLD, TIGER WOODS AND PHIL MICKELSON, START THEIR ROUNDS LOOKING UP AT DAY ON THE LEADERBOARD, AND ARE UNABLE TO MAKE SIGNIFICANT MOVES.  

WOODS, AT 65TH IN THE STANDINGS NEEDS A TOP-50 FINISH IN BOSTON TO EXTEND HIS SEASON.

HE STARTS THE FINAL ROUND IN A TIE FOR 23RD AND SECURES HIS TICKET TO THE BMW CHAMPIONSHIP WITH A 3-UNDER-68 THAT INCLUDES AN UNLIKELY BIRDIE AT THE HOME HOLE. 

MILLER, “Almost an impossible shot. Total flop. How ya doing? Better than anyone in the world at that.”

HICKS, “Oh, man.” 

HICKS, “Three consecutive sub 70.”

MILLER, “Got to be happy with that finish. Got to give him some momentum going into next week in Chicago.” 

MICKELSON'S DAY IS NOT AS SUCCESSFUL. LEFTY IS INCONSISTANT ALL AFTERNOON AND SHOOTS 5-OVER. HE SLIDES DOWN THE FEDEX CUP STANDINGS TO 14TH AND FAILS TO SURPASS WOODS IN THE WORLD RANKINGS.

IN THE FINAL PAIRING FOR THE SECOND CONSECUTIVE ROUND ARE SNEDEKER AND DAY. 

BUT NEITHER WILL FIND AS MUCH SUCCESS ON MONDAY AS THEY HAD IN THE THIRD ROUND. 

SNEDEKER STARTS SLOW, MISSING EARLY BIRDIE OPPORTUNITES, AND QUELLS ALL MOMENTUM WITH A BOGEY AT THE THIRD. 

HE POSTS AN EVEN PAR 71 TO FINISH IN A TIE FOR 5TH. 

DAY STRUGGLES TO FIND HIS RHYTHM ON THE FRONT NINE AND SEES HIS SLIM LEAD EVAPORATE IN THE CRISP NEW ENGLAND AIR. HE MATCHES SNEDEKER’S 71 TO FINISH TIED FOR SECOND. 

MILLER, “That was a down under.”
FAXON, “That hurts.” 

TWO GROUPS AHEAD, CHARLEY HOFFMAN IS MAKING THE TURN AT 3-UNDER. 

AT 59TH IN THE FEDEX CUP AT THE START OF THE WEEK, HE SETS OUT TO IMPROVE HIS STANDING DRAMATICALLY ON THE BACK NINE.

HICKS, “He is just zooming up the FedExCup points leaderboard and to the top of this Deutsche Bank Championship.”

TWO HOLES LATER THE 33-YEAR OLD CLAIMS THE LEAD FOR GOOD. 

HICKS, “Are we going to have another holeout by Hoffman!”

MILLER, “How about that!? Man what a shot.” 

HICKS, “Birdie number 8.”

ONE FINAL BIRDIE AT THE HOME HOLE SEALS A FOUR SHOT COME-FROM-FROM BEHIND VICTORY – THE LARGEST IN TOURNAMENT HISTORY.

HICKS, “Coming off 3 birdies in a row… and how about another one?”
MILLER, “I’ll be darned, that’s a heckuva shot there.” 

JOHNSON EARNS A FINAL ROUND PAIRING WITH 27-YEAR OLD RYAN MOORE, WHO CLAIMS JUST THE SECOND 54-HOLE LEAD OF HIS CAREER.
HICKS, “And Ryan Moore has his 2nd PGA Tour victory in his sights after a 66.”

RYAN MOORE, “Going into tomorrow I’ve put myself into position, that’s all you can do up to this point in time and I’m just going to go play hard tomorrow and see what happens.”
