FOR NICK WATNEY, STARTING THE PLAYOFFS NUMBER ONE IN THE STANDINGS IS A GUARANTEE OF NOTHING.  PLAYING IN A GROUP WITH THE 2ND AND 3RD RANKED PLAYERS SPURS A FAST START… WATNEY’S 4-UNDER 67 SERVES NOTICE THAT HE’LL BE DIFFICULT TO BEAT.  

sot: Watney after round 1:  It was pretty good.  I was a little bit sloppy out there at times but overall I’m pleased with the score and excited that we’re on our way.    

WHILE WATNEY IS TRYING TO WIN HIS FIRST FEDEXCUP, JIM FURYK IS BEGINNING DEFENSE OF HIS.  60TH IN THE STANDINGS ENTERING THE BARCLAYS, HIS QUEST GETS OFF TO A SHAKY START ON TUESDAY…

THREE BEHIND IS ANOTHER PLAYOFF WINNER FROM 2010, DUSTIN JOHNSON, WHOSE 5-UNDER BACK NINE MOVES HIM INTO A TIE FOR 8TH. 

DUSTIN JOHNSON SOT: "I feel like I've been playing good lately, I just haven't scored really well. You know, I kind of pieced it together and scored pretty good." 

HE CONTINUES HIS BIRDIE BARRAGE DURING THE 2ND ROUND, MAKING 6 IN HIS FIRST 8 HOLES TO MOVE TO 11-UNDER. 

YET KUCHAR KEEPS PACE, MAKING 3 BIRDIES OF HIS OWN ON HIS OPENING NINE TO TIE JOHNSON FOR THE LEAD AT 11-UNDER AS THEY MAKE THE TURN. 

WHILE THIS DUO IS TAKING THE TOURNAMENT BY STORM, PGA TOUR OFFICIALS ARE DEALING WITH A MUCH MORE THREATENING ONE… HURRICANE IRENE WHICH IS WREAKING HAVOC ALONG THE ENTIRE EASTERN COAST OF THE UNITED STATES.

DUSTIN JOHNSON SOT: "Anytime you shoot 63 you're smiling so I'm definitely happy about the round but just a few holes I could have done a little better on."

DUSTIN JOHNSON: "We're just going to have to go out and, you know, be aggressive and hopefully get off to a good start." 

WHILE KUCHAR AND JOHNSON ARE SET TO STAGE A HEAD TO HEAD BATTLE FOR THE FEDEXCUP POINTS LEAD, JIM FURYK IS TRYING TO AVOID TAKING A HUGE POINTS HIT FOR A MISSED CUT.

ANNC: starting to find a little something here as the playoffs get underway.  

ALONG WITH FURYK, 22 OF THE TOP 30 IN THE STANDINGS MAKE IT TO THE WEEKEND, AS WELL AS 15 PLAYERS OUTSIDE THE TOP 100.  

Harrington sound bite: There is a sense of nothing to lose, obviously when you are already outside the mark.  It’s tougher on the guys who are inside it who are always looking over their shoulder.  There’s definitely a bit of freedom in the position I’m in.

FALDO, "That's how you make a 2." 

DUSTIN PRESSER, "Walking into it, I'm like, this is the first time I've been in a bunker all week. So, I kind of didn't know what to expect, but I was one for one out of the bunkers, and just came out just right and went right in the hole." 

JOHNSON NEEDS JUST 11 PUTTS TO GET THROUGH THE FRONT NINE, GAINING A FULL STROKE ON THE GREENS HALFWAY THROUGH HIS ROUND.
NANTZ, "They're all going in for Dustin Johnson.

DUSTIN PRESSER 3 I've been working hard on my putting, not necessarily making putts but just getting it started online, because I read the greens very well. It was nice to see this week my hard work has paid off.

EIGHT SHOTS BACK TO START HIS FINAL ROUND, NICK WATNEY NEEDS SOME BIRDIES TO STAY NEAR THE TOP OF THE FEDEXCUP STANDINGS.  HE CARDS 7 ON HIS WAY TO 64 AND A TOP TEN FINISH.  

BRANDT SNEDEKER ALSO STARTS THE DAY 8 SHOTS BACK.  HE FIRES A TOURNAMENT RECORD 10-UNDER 61 TO TAKE THE CLUBHOUSE LEAD.  

NANTZ, "And ties his all-time low round on TOUR." 

SNEDEKER POST SOT , "I've played well the last couple days and haven't made any putts and of course I go out there on the first 6 holes I make everything I look at and get myself in a great frame of mind for the rest of the afternoon."

NANTZ, "Needs it… oh he was walking it in! Looked so good." 

WITH A TWO SHOT CUSHION, JOHNSON CRUISES HOME TO CAPTURE HIS FIFTH CAREER VICTORY, THE MOST OF ANY CURRENT PLAYER IN HIS 20’S. 

NANTZ, "D.J. takes The Barclays." 

DUSTIN PRESSER, “Felt like I've played pretty well all year but just haven't quite been able to get that win. The putter has been lacking a little bit. This week I finally rolled some putts, so this feels really good."    

DUSTIN JOHNSON TAKES THE EARLY LEAD IN THE FEDEXCUP STANDINGS, JUMPING UP FROM THE 19TH SPOT.  2008 FEDEXCUP WINNER VIJAY SINGH MOVES FROM 36TH INTO THE TOP TEN WITH HIS TIE FOR 3RD. BILL HAAS DROPS 3 SPOTS TO 18TH AFTER A TIE FOR 24TH AT THE BARCLAYS.

FOR DUSTIN JOHNSON, THE WIN AT THE BARCLAYS IS NOW A DISTANT MEMORY, IT HAS TO BE – THE PLAYOFFS FORGE AHEAD AT THE DEUTSCHE BANK CHAMPIONSHIP, AND SO TOO MUST JOHNSON. A FIRST ROUND 68 IN BOSTON GETS HIM OFF TO A GOOD START, BUT THERE IS STILL WORK TO DO.

BUBBA WATSON PRESSER, "I'm playing pretty good golf… I'm just out there free-wheeling it, having fun and focused on what I'm doing and not focused on what everybody else is doing."

JOINING ELS IN ELUDING THE PLAYOFF REAPER FOR A 3RD STRAIGHT WEEK IS CHEZ REAVIE. BUT AFTER STARTING 2011 ON A MAJOR MEDICAL EXEMPTION, THE 29-YEAR OLD IS HAPPY TO BE PLAYING IN SEPTEMBER AT ALL. HE MAKES THE MOST OF HIS OPPORTUNITY AND TOPS THE LEADERBOARD WITH FOUR BIRDIES IN A 6-HOLE STRETCH. 

KOCH, "Oh! Chez Reavie to 16-under par! …2-shot lead." 

REAVIE PRESSER, “I had a lot of putts to where when I walked up right behind it, I just saw the line right away. And I made quite a few of them." 

SIMPSON PRESSER, “I didn't know that he birdied 16 until I was on the green on 18. I was reading my putt, and I glanced at the leader board, and I saw he was at 16. It just gave me more reason to try to make it." 

HICKS, "Simpson with a last gasp ever here maybe to get it to 15-under and maybe get some help from Reavie coming home." 

HICKS, "Oh my goodness, he made it! 15-under!" 

REAVIE NEEDS PAR AT THE LAST TO CLAIM THE WIN. 

HICKS, "First ever playoff at the Deutsche Bank Championship between Simpson and Reavie." 

ON THE FIRST EXTRA HOLE, SIMPSON RETURNS TO 18 WITH THE SAME RESULT. 

HICKS, "He did it again! Simpson with another birdie! …If this is the future of golf on the PGA TOUR, I don't know how much more clutch you can get." 

REAVIE MATCHES SIMPSON, AND THE TWO MOVE ON TO THE 17TH WHERE BOTH HAVE A CHANCE FOR BIRDIE AGAIN. 

KOCH, “It definitely has some speed. A little down hill and should move to his left.” 

KOCH, “Got a chance…Ooh, good putt.”

HICKS, “And this time can Simpson do it for the win? …And just continue a huge year personally on the course and off.” 

KOCH, “He's got it! Webb Simpson." 

HICKS, “3 birdies in a row for his second PGA TOUR win of the year and the biggest of his young career." 

MILLER, “Chalk up another win for the belly putter." 

SIMPSON PRESSER, “To be at No. 1 in the FedExCup I couldn't expect anything more. The goal for us is to be in the top 5 going into Atlanta, and it looks like I'm in a good position to do that, so I'm thrilled." 

SIMPSON MOVES FROM FOURTH TO FIRST IN THE FEDEXCUP STANDINGS WITH THE WIN, JUST AHEAD OF BARCLAYS CHAMPION DUSTIN JOHNSON, WHO FINISHED IN A TIE FOR 42ND IN BOSTON.  DEUTSCHE BANK RUNNER UP CHEZ REAVIE LEAPS 78 SPOTS INTO THE TOP TEN FOR THE FIRST TIME THIS SEASON.  AND BILL HAAS FALLS ANOTHER 6 PLACES TO 24TH.   

AFTER A WEEK OFF, THE PGA TOUR PLAYOFFS FOR THE FEDEX CUP HEAD WEST TO CHICAGO FOR THE BMW CHAMPIONSHIP AT COG HILL… 
WHERE THE TOP 70 HAVE ONE LAST CHANCE TO BECOME PART OF THE LUCKY 30 TO SECURE A PLACE IN THE TOUR CHAMPIONSHIP BY COCA COLA.

ANNOUNCE CALL… “Next on the tee from Brisbane, Australia, John Senden…”

AFTER A STELLAR PERFORMANCE AT THE DEUTSCHE BANK CHAMPIONSHIP WHERE HE WAS IN THE TOP 10 IN BOTH DRIVING ACCURACY AND PUTTING AVERAGE, AUSTRALIAN JOHN SENDEN HAS HIS SIGHTS SET ON A GOOD FINISH IN CHICAGO.  HE JOINS BILL HAAS FOR AN EARLY WEEK PRACTICE ROUND.

SENDEN SOT… “He plays his game, I play my game. It’s not as if you’re out there competing against each other because you’re trying to make it somewhat professional but relaxing as well. Um you’re working throughout the whole golf course the whole day. And it was fun to be with him today.”

HAAS SOT… “I think it’s nice to sometimes play by yourself in a practice round so you feel like you get to do a lot of your own work // I was able to join up with John after a few holes and you also get to watch one of the best players in the world // I grew up learning by watching my dad and he still tells me you need to watch other guys and see how they go about their thing.”

JACOBSON, AN AVID TABLE TENNIS PLAYER WHO WAS ONCE RANKED IN THE TOP 30 IN SWEDEN, MATCHES UP WITH 16-YEAR OLD U.S. JUNIOR NATIONAL TEAM MEMBER GRANT LI FOR A LITTLE EXHIBITION IN FRONT OF OTHER TOUR PROS.

JACOBSON SOT… “Grant might be the best player I’ve played…He has too many skills…A really good player, you can’t really find too many weakneses.” 

LI SOT… “He’s got really good touch and he used to play, a lot of people don’t realize that he’s actually really good.”
THE BMW CHAMPIONSHIP IS A HOMECOMING OF SORTS FOR 2 OF THE SEASONS BIGGEST NAMES.  2-TIME WINNER MARK WILSON AND WORLD NUMBER 1 LUKE DONALD BOTH CALL CHICAGO HOME
WILSON WOWS THE FANS WITH BACK TO BACK ROUNDS IN THE 60s AND HEADS INTO THE WEEKEND TIED FOR THE LEAD AT 11 UNDER.

WILSON SOT… “I want to win golf tournaments.  I know that’s the feeling that we all enjoy, when you’re holding that trophy up and everyone’s taking your picture Sunday afternoon.”

ON FRIDAY, DONALD BOUNCES BACK FROM A THURSDAY 75 TO SHOOT A 5 UNDER 66, GETTING HIM INTO RED FIGURES FOR THE WEEKEND.

FELLOW ENGLISHMAN JUSTIN ROSE IS TAKING ADVANTAGE OF THE SOFT GREENS PROVIDED BY WEDNESDAY’S RAIN AS HE SHOOTS AN 8 UNDER 63 ON THURSDAY AND THEN BACKS IT UP WITH A 68 TO SIT TIED WITH WILSON ATOP THE LEADERBOARD HEADING INTO THE THIRD ROUND.

ROSE SOT… “I came in with the mindset I’ve got nothing to lose. Just go out there, play as hard as I can, keep going, keep moving forward.  If you do pull this tournament off, you’ve got a great chance to win the FedExCup.
WITH NO CUT AT THE BMW CHAMPIONSHIP, SATURDAY IS A DAY TO PUT THE PAST BEHIND AND POST A LOW SCORE.

HOMETOWN FAVORITE MARK WILSON IS TIED FOR THE LEAD WITH JUSTIN ROSE BUT QUICKLY BEGINS TO SLIDE FURTHER AND FURTHER DOWN THE LEADERBOARD.  WILSON FINISHES THE DAY WITH A DISSAPOINTING 6 OVER 77 AND FALLS OUT OF CONTENTION.

ANNOUNCE CALL… “That was not a good stroke…nothing’s going right.”

WILSON SOT… “I fought hard, it was one of those days where I was definitely the bug…the first two days I was the windshield.”

FELLOW CHICAGO RESIDENT LUKE DONALD IS ENJOYING AN IMPRESSIVE THIRD ROUND AS HE CARDS 6 BIRDIES AND A 7TH PLACE POSITION HEADING TO THE FINAL DAY.

AFTER PLAYING A PRACTICE ROUND WITH BILL HAAS EARLIER IN THE WEEK, SENDEN AGAIN FINDS HIMSELF PLAYING ALONGSIDE HAAS ON SATURDAY.

HAAS STRUGGLES LATE WITH A DOUBLE BOGEY AT 16 AND FINISHES THE THIRD ROUND 5 SHOTS OFF THE LEAD.

HAAS SOT… “In the back of your head you know nothing’s safe.  These closing holes are very difficult, you can make anything as I proved today…Tomorrow I’m just going to go out and play solid golf...if I can shoot a decent number, then a lot of stuff will fall into place.”

SENDEN ENTERED THE BMW CHAMPIONSHIP NEEDING A GOOD SHOWING TO ADVANCE TO ATLANTA.  THE AUSTRALIAN FIRES A 1 UNDER 70 AND SECURES A SPOT IN THE FINAL PAIRING ON SUNDAY WITH ROSE.

SENDEN SOT… “I feel like I’m playing well so I’ve got to go out there with the idea of shooting a good score because…you know who knows what can happen, it’s a funny game, anything can happen on Sunday afternoon.”

THE ONE CONSTANT THROUGH ALL OF SATURDAY’S DRAMA IS JUSTIN ROSE ATOP THE LEADERBOARD.

HE FIRES A 2-UNDER 69 TO GET TO 13-UNDER FOR THE CHAMPIONSHIP AND HAS A 4 STROKE LEAD OVER SENDEN.

ROSE SOT… “I knew I was out there in front.  I kept very calm, very comfortable, kept hitting good shots at the right time, made a few key putts here and there.  So, I don’t feel like I could have done a lot more today.”

COLD AND RAINY WEATHER AGAIN GREETS THE PLAYERS FOR SUNDAY’S FINAL ROUND.  THE LAST PAIRING OF JUSTIN ROSE AND JOHN SENDEN IS PLAYING FOR MORE THAN JUST THE BMW CHAMPIONSHIP.  THEY ARE BOTH ONE ROUND AWAY FROM SECURING A SPOT IN THE TOUR CHAMPIONSHIP BY COCA-COLA.

ROSE IS OFF AND RUNNING AND INCREASES HIS LEAD WITH A BIRDIE AT THE 7TH.

ANNOUNCE CALL… “Justin Rose birdies the third hardest hole on the course, number 7, and the lead is now five.”

SENDEN STAYS CONSISTENT THROUGH THE FRONT 9 AS WELL WITH A BIRDIE ON THE 9TH TO GET WITHIN 3 SHOTS OF ROSE.

AHEAD OF THE FINAL GROUP IS GEOFF OGILVY.  HIS EVEN PAR FRONT 9 SEES HIM SLOWLY MOVING UP THE LEADERBOARD.  THEN AT THE 10TH, THE AUSSIE GETS THE SPARK HE NEEDS WITH A BIRDIE.  

ANNOUNCE CALL… “Geoff Ogilvy after 9 straight pars birdies the 10th and he’s now in second, tied with Senden.”

OGILVY FINISHES THE BMW CHAMPIONSHIP IN 3RD PLACE AND SECURES A SPOT AT THE TOUR CHAMPIONSHIP.

OGILVY SOT… “It’s not any fun to miss Atlanta.  I’ve fallen out of the top 30 before, so to go from way outside to inside the top 30 is a nice feeling.”

SOME PAST TOUR CHAMPIONSHIP WINNERS DO NOT FARE QUITE AS WELL.  2008 CHAMPION CAMILLO VILLEGAS CARDS AN ASTOUNDING 9 BIRDIES ONLY TO BOGEY THE FINAL HOLE, ENDING HIS SEASON A MERE 3 SPOTS OUTSIDE THE TOP 30.

VILLEGAS SOT… “I played pretty good today, tough day out there //  I made 4 bogeys that killed me // I had an easy putt, just pushed it // it was a fun day, it was a challenge out there// I truly believe it’s going to cost me that putt, but it is what it is.”

DEFENDING TOUR CHAMPIONSHIP WINNER AND FEDEXCUP CHAMPION JIM FURYK SHOOTS A DEVISTATING 76 THAT INCLUDES 4 BOGEYS ON THE FRONT 9.  FURYK WILL MISS THE TOUR CHAMPIONSHIP FOR THE FIRST TIME IN THE PLAYOFFS ERA.

FURYK SOT… “I’m disappointed.  It was a disappointing year, to start so far back // I felt I caught some momentum at the end of the year.  Playing the last round and playing poorly leaves a sour taste.”

ERNIE ELS’ RUN IN THE PLAYOFFS ALSO COMES TO AN END DESPITE SHOOTING HIS ONLY SUB-PAR ROUND OF THE WEEK.  THE BIG EASY WILL MISS THE TOUR CHAMPIONSHIP FOR THE FIRST TIME SINCE 2005.

SUNDAY’S DRAMA KEEPS UNFOLDING AS ROSE AND SENDEN BATTLE BACK AND FORTH FOR THE CHANCE TO WIN THE BMW CHAMPIONSHIP.

WITH THE PRESSURE MOUNTING, ROSE MISSES THE GREEN ON 17 AND FACES A CHIP TO STAY ONE SHOT AHEAD OF SENDEN.

ANNOUNCE CALL… “Nicely done, really nicely done”

ROSE SOT… “You can boil the whole day down to that moment // Either I was going to fritter it away or make something happen to win the tournament.  That’s how I felt.  I nearly took the chicken out and putted it there on 17.  I had a little chat with myself. // I said these are the moments where tournaments are won.

HE BECOMES THE FIRST EUROPEAN TO WIN THE BMW CHAMPIONSHIP SINCE 1934 AND THE FIRST EUROPEAN TO EVER WIN A PGA TOUR PLAYOFF EVENT.

ROSE SOT… “I played some amazing golf at times, and today was just I guess a pretty gritty kind of round. It was a tough day, slightly shaky start, couldn't quite get the speed of the greens with the dew on them and then started playing really, really, well.  it was an amazing feeling making two great swings at the last and being able to enjoy the walk up there.”

THE 30 MAN FIELD FOR THE TOUR CHAMPIONSHIP BY COCA-COLA IS ALL SET.  POINTS ARE RESET AFTER THE BMW CHAMPIONSHIP LEAVING WEBB SIMPSON WITH A 250 POINT LEAD.  THE TOP 5 ALL CONTROL THEIR OWN DESTINY…A WIN NEXT WEEK AND THEY ARE FEDEXCUP CHAMPION.  

KEEGAN BRADLEY IS THE HIGHEST SEEDED ROOKIE IN THE STANDINGS AT #20, WHILE AUSTRALIAN GEOFF OGILVY WAS 91ST AFTER MISSING THE CUT AT THE BARCLAYS.  BUT TWO WEEKS OF STRONG PLAY GET HIM TO THE TOUR CHAMPIONSHIP.  BILL HAAS WILL BEGIN THE WEEK IN ATLANTA NUMBER 25.   

HISTORIC EAST LAKE GOLF CLUB WELCOMES THE TOP 30 IN THE STANDINGS TO THE TOUR CHAMPIONSHIP BY COCA-COLA WHERE THE TOP FIVE HAVE A SINGULAR PURPOSE…A VICTORY THIS WEEK GUARANTEES THE FEDEXCUP.  THE OTHER 25 NEED A WIN AND SOME HELP.

POINTS LEADER WEBB SIMPSON OR DUSTIN JOHNSON, BOTH AGE 27, COULD BECOME THE YOUNGEST EVER FEDEXCUP CHAMPION. 

DUSTIN JOHNSON, “It means you played well all year, you've played well throughout the playoffs and obviously it's our biggest honor to win… the FedExCup. It's huge."

MATT KUCHAR IS THE ONLY PLAYER IN THE TOP FIVE WITHOUT A VICTORY THIS YEAR, BUT HAS COMPILED NINE TOP 10s INCLUDING A RUNNER-UP FINISH TO HIS TITLE DEFENSE AT THE BARCLAYS.

MATT KUCHAR, “Just making the TOUR Championship is hard. To be in the top thirty guys on the PGA TOUR is a tall task and to be in the top five two straight years, I'm real excited about that."

LUKE DONALD HOLDING DAUGHTER, “Say cheese. Cheese.”

annc “Ladies and gentlemen this is the 1:45 starting time. On the tee from England, Luke Donald.”

THE ENGLISHMAN BEGINS THE WEEK AT 4TH IN THE STANDINGS, ONE YEAR AFTER MISSING OUT ON A PLAYOFF WITH JIM FURYK FOR THE TOUR CHAMPIONSHIP AND FEDEXCUP TITLES BY ONE SHOT.  

DONALD GETS OFF TO A GOOD START IN ATLANTA WITH A 4-UNDER-66 IN ROUND ONE AND FOLLOWS THAT UP WITH A 68 ON FRIDAY TO ENTER THE WEEKEND JUST TWO SHOTS OFF THE LEAD. 


DONALD, “When you come to this week, you expect the play to be strong. It's the 30 best players of the year, and they're going to fight hard all the way. //EDIT// I am kind of trying to focus on trying to win the event. I know if I do that then everything that I want will be accomplished.”


UNFORTUNATELY FOR THE REST OF THE TOP FIVE, PLAYING WELL AT EAST LAKE PROVES DIFFICULT. THE OTHER FOUR COMBINE TO SHOOT 8-OVER IN ROUND TWO.

WEBB SIMPSON IS SEVEN SHOTS OFF THE LEAD AFTER 36 HOLES AND IN A TIE FOR 19TH, BUT HIS LEAD IN POINTS ENTERING THE WEEK KEEPS HIM IN CONTENTION FOR THE FEDEXCUP. 

SIMPSON, "I think we're doing a real good job of focusing on the golf tournament. I'm not thinking about FedExCup too much. I'm trying to move myself up the leader board, so that'll be kind of the goal the next few days to stay in that mindset." 

THE POOR PLAY OF THE TOP FIVE OPENS THE DOOR TO THE FIELD, AND 

TAKING ADVANTAGE ARE FELLOW AUSTRALIANS JASON DAY AND ADAM SCOTT. 

ANDRADE, “He’s making it look real easy.”
HAMMONS, “Here comes Adam Scott.” 

IN THE SAME PAIRING ON FRIDAY BOTH PLAY WELL, BUT SCOTT MAKES SEVEN BIRDIES IN HIS LAST 12 HOLES TO TAKE THE 36-HOLE LEAD, BECOMING THE PROJECTED LEADER IN THE FEDEXCUP STANDINGS.

SCOTT SOT, “We both probably want to win desperately this week. It's good to see us both playing well and pulling each other up to the top of the leader board.”

PLAYERS CHAMPION K.J. CHOI TIES SCOTT FOR THE SECOND BEST ROUND OF THE DAY WITH A 65, MOVING HIM INTO CONTENTION. 
“How about a routine birdie!? K.J. to 7-under!”

FANS PACK EAST LAKE GOLF CLUB FOR SATURDAY'S THIRD ROUND. 

NATS, “Welcome to East Lake.  Welcome to the TOUR Championship.” 

THEY COME READY FOR A SHOW ON MOVING DAY, AND THE TOP 30 PLAYERS ON TOUR WOULD OBLIGE. 

AARON BADDELEY STARTS HIS ROUND FIVE SHOTS OFF THE LEAD, BUT JUMPS INTO CONTENTION WITH THREE BIRDIES AND AN EAGLE ON THE FRONT NINE. 

HICKS, “On the fly. You can hear it bang the stick.”

MILLER, “That’s nice.” 

HUNTER MAHAN, ONE OF ONLY TWO PLAYERS TO COMPETE IN ALL 20 PGA TOUR PLAYOFF EVENTS IN FIVE YEARS, TAKES AIM AT THE TOUR CHAMPIONSHIP AND FEDEXCUP ON SATURDAY. 
KOCH, “Whoa! (laughs) So Hunter Mahan… has moved to 8-under par and takes the lead away from Adam Scott.” 

36-HOLE LEADER SCOTT STRUGGLES TO FIND ANY RHYTHM AT EAST LAKE IN ROUND THREE. THE WGC-BRIDGESTONE INVITATIONAL CHAMPION IS EVEN PAR ON HIS OUTWARD NINE, BUT TWO BOGEYS AND A DOUBLE COMING IN DROPS HIM FIVE SHOTS OFF THE LEAD.

KOCH CALL, “This will be Adam's second 3-putt of the day…really has struggled on this back 9." 

K.J. CHOI STARTS SLOW IN THE AFTERNOON, BUT REBOUNDS FROM A PAIR OF BOGEYS TO SHOOT AN EVEN PAR 70 AND STAY IN CONTENTION.  

CHOI SOT, “So I finish with the 17 birdie and 18 par, very good finish…so far in a good position for final round." 

MATCHING CHOI’S ROUND OF 70 IS LUKE DONALD, WHO KEEPS HIS TITLE HOPES ALIVE JUST THREE SHOTS OFF THE LEAD.

HAAS IS PLAYING AT EAST LAKE FOR THE FIRST TIME IN HIS CAREER, MAKING HIM AND JAY HAAS THE ONLY FATHER-SON DUO TO COMPETE IN THE TOUR CHAMPIONSHIP. 

KOCH, “How about it? Oh, what a save. And there is Jay, and his mom Jan, they like it.”

BUT THE YOUNGER HAAS SEES HIS GREAT ROUND COME TO A HALT ON THE CLOSING HOLES. 

KOCH, “Uh oh, uh oh. That’s the classic mistake.  And it may have embedded itself.”

A DROPPED SHOT AT 17 SHAKES HIS CONFIDENCE, 

HICKS, “Oh! And that went way right of that bunker.” 

LEADING TO A DOUBLE BOGEY AT THE PAR-3 18TH.  

NATS, “ohhh….”

MILLER, “Wow, what a finish.”

HICKS, “69 for Haas. He is now 3 off the lead.” 

TAKING ADVANTAGE ARE MAHAN AND BADDELEY. THE AUSSIE SHOOTS A 64 TO POST 9-UNDER, WHILE MAHAN BIRDIES 18 TO TAKE A SHARE OF THE LEAD WITH BADDELEY.

HICKS CALL, “There it is and Mahan feels it as he’s tied for the lead.” 


MAHAN SOT, “It's pretty crowded up there right now on the leader board, so it was nice to make some birdies, make an eagle on 9 was obviously huge. //EDIT// You know hit a lot of good shots and it was a little cherry on top with the birdie on 18."

HICKS, “Baddeley for par! And that is not good news for Simpson who only way he can with the FedExCup is have Aaaron Baddeley win The TOUR Championship.”

AARON BADDELEY STRUGGLES TO HOLD UP HIS END OF THE BARGAIN ON SUNDAY, WITH FOUR BOGEYS IN THE AFTERNOON. HE ARRIVES AT THE 72ND HOLE IN NEED OF A BIRDIE TO TIE FOR THE CLUBHOUSE LEAD.

HICKS, “So Aaron Baddeley has to make this… to keep Webb Simpson’s hopes alive of winning the FedExCup.” 

HICKS, “So Baddeley is out of it. Webb Simpson is out of the whole chase.” 

FOR A WHILE, IT LOOKS LIKE BILL HAAS WILL TAKE ALL OF THE GUESSWORK OUT OF THE EQUATION AS HE BUILDS A THREE SHOT LEAD ON THE BACK NINE. 

JACOBSEN, “This for the outright lead.  Bill Haas! Right there!”

A WIN FOR HAAS SWEEPS BOTH TITLES IN ATLANTA, BUT THE 29-YEAR OLD WILL HAVE TO GET PAST THE CLOSING HOLES THAT COST HIM THREE SHOTS ON SATURDAY. 

THEY ARE A CHALLENGE FOR HAAS AGAIN IN THE FINAL ROUND AS A DROPPED SHOT AT 16 AND A BIRDIE FROM HUNTER MAHAN AT THE 15TH NARROW THE LEAD TO ONE. 

HICKS, “Mahan with a big putt to move it to 8-under!”
HICKS, “And Hunter’s got three holes left!”


DONALD IS LOOKING TO AVENGE LAST YEAR’S NEAR MISS ON SUNDAY. HE ARRIVES AT 18 TWO SHOTS OFF THE PACE, NEEDING A SOLO THIRD PLACE FINISH TO TAKE THE FEDEXCUP.

HICKS, “This could have a lot of scenarios if this goes in… he could end up being the winner of it all…Luke Donald with a 2 at 18!”

PAIRED WITH DONALD, HAAS FACES 9 FEET TO SAVE PAR. 

MILLER, “And you can see he is like a little out of sorts here.”

HICKS, “Big putt here now for bogey.”

MILLER, “He’s got to re-group, just make a good stroke.” 

HICKS, “The last few holes cost Haas the last two days. He went bogey-double yesterday. He goes bogey-par-bogey today.” 

THE BOGEY OPENS THE DOOR AGAIN TO THE FIELD, AND FIRST TO TAKE ADVANTAGE IS K.J. CHOI AT THE 17TH. 

MILLER, “Man, what a shot! 

KOCH, “Oh, man! First birdie of the day here at the 17th.”  

CHOI GETS TO WITHIN A SHOT OF THE LEAD, BUT PAR AT THE LAST GIVES HIM A TIE FOR THIRD WITH DONALD AND BADDELEY, ELIMINATING DONALD FROM THE FEDEXCUP RACE. 
THE ONLY PLAYER REMAINING WITH A CHANCE TO WIN IS MAHAN, WHO NEEDS A BIRDIE AT 18 TO SWEEP THE TOUR CHAMPIONSHIP AND FEDEXCUP TITLES, BUT AN ERRANT TEE SHOT LEAVES THE 29-YEAR OLD SLIM HOPES FROM THE BACK FRINGE. 

CALLS, “That’s a heckuva chip.” 

MALTBIE, “Pretty nicely played here.”

HICKS, “Solid, but he’s got a lot of work left coming back.” 

HICKS, “if Hunter Mahan misses this and makes bogey, Bill Haas wins it all.”

MILLER, “A lot of pressure.”

HICKS, “And this time Hunter Mahan was all clutch with so much on the line. And so it’s Hunter Mahan and Bill Haas in a playoff for the entire dual titles… And it’s back at 18.”

HICKS, “Clutch performance by both, Bill Haas with his family here, so much on the line… the FedExCup, the TOUR Championship and the prestige of winning with the elite top 30 here… There just cannot be a bigger day.” 

HAAS PRESSER SOT, “Fortunate to get in a playoff. It was my 3rd one this year, I was 0 for 2 coming into this one. I told myself it's not over til it's over, you never know what can happen.”

ERRANT TEE SHOTS BY BOTH HAAS AND MAHAN PLACE THE TWO IN DIFFICULT POSITIONS. 

MILLER, “If he's got a good lie, he's got a chance, if not it's going to be hard to get it within 12 feet… 

MALTBIE, “He'll face about an 8 or nine footer!”

MILLER, “All in all it was a very fine shot.” 

MILLER, “So he was clutch on the 72nd hole, see if he can do it here.”

MALTBIE, “Wow that checked up quick.”

MILLER, “That was a very good shot.”

HICKS, “So a couple of par putts.” 

HICKS, “This is a huge par putt. 10 feet. And he got it!”

MILLER, “That is something else.”

HICKS, “That putt could be the one that gives him the TOUR Championship title, the FedExCup title." 

HICKS, “And now it all goes on to Hunter Mahan again.”

MILLER, “Can he make it twice.” 

HICKS, “This to get him back to the tee at 17…couple of clutch pars! And they’ll head back to that 17th with the water all on the left." 

ON THE 2ND PLAYOFF HOLE, HAAS FINDS THE SAME FAIRWAY BUNKER HE DID IN THE THIRD AND FINAL ROUNDS FOR HIS APPROACH.  

HAAS PRESSER, “I thought it was a nice shot…I heard the people on 18 moan and groan and I thought, that can't be in the water. I never thought that when it was in the air…we get up there and that's when I see the ball, and I say in my head, I have a shot." 

KOCH, “There's the lie, so plenty of the ball up above the water. But… it's a very steep bank, a good 10 or 12 feet up to the green.” 

Miller: This could come out better than people think.  If he hits it right it will come straight up out of the water and land softly.  
KOCH, “Whoa! How 'bout the spin?! What a shot!" 

MAHAN SOT FROM BROADCAST, “My caddy and I looked over there and we saw the lake was so low there was quite a bit of room down there to still hit a shot. His ball was maybe half or so and I mean he spun it, that's all you need to know, it was a beautiful shot." 

MAHAN HAS AN OPPORTUNITY TO WIN WITH A BIRDIE FROM 25 FEET. 

KOCH, “Is it going to turn enough? Will it turn? 

KOCH, “We will go to the 18th once again." 

HAAS PULLS HIS TEE SHOT ON THE 3RD HOLE OF SUDDEN DEATH, BUT AT LEAST HE'S PUTTING.  FOR HUNTER MAHAN, ITS DÉJÀ VU AS HIS BALL AGAIN FINDS THE GREENSIDE BUNKER. 

MALTBIE, “This is carrying a little too far…" 

HICKS, “So I would imagine… the advantage goes even bigger Bill Haas’ way.” 

MILLER, “Looks pretty darn good." 

MILLER, “Way low and he may be still away.” 

HICKS, “2 Titles on the line, TOUR Championship and the entire FedExCup.” 

HICKS, “Makes this and the entire thing is Bill Haas’.”

MILLER, “Hasn't hit one green in the playoff and got the great up and in on the last hole.”

HICKS, “Can he do it one more time, to win it all?

HICKS, “Biggest win of his young career!

MILLER, “That’s impressive.” 

HICKS, “Bill Haas, TOUR Championship winner! 2011 FedExCup Champion!”

HICKS, “The Haas golfing legacy just got greater.”

BILL HAAS BECOMES JUST THE THIRD PLAYER TO WIN THE TOUR CHAMPIONSHIP IN HIS FIRST APPEARANCE AFTER THE LONGEST PLAYOFF IN THE EVENT’S 25 YEAR HISTORY.  AFTER 37 WEEKS OF COMPETITION, HE CAPTURES THE FEDEXCUP BY A MERE 15 POINTS OVER WEBB SIMPSON.
