Got two good shots, gets it just off the front edge and this for eagle 3.  [cheering] Good way to rebound for Fred Couples.  Always a fan favorite.  Fred Couples playing at the Cologuard Classic.  Steve Stricker won this event in 2018.  His second shot at the par 4 third.  Just a layup off to get it in the fairway.  Stricker does that and now he goes flag-hunting.  Beautiful shot.  Gets in there to about six feet, right underneath the hole.  Go on to make birdie there.  Scott McCarron, who finished at a tie for second last year, the Schwab Cup champion, his birdie putt at the third, back-to-back birdies for Scott.  That got him to two under par.  Jerry Kelly is the Cologuard ambassador, a second-place finish two years ago.  His second at the fifth.  And this is the man that hits a lot of fairways so he’s going to have a lot of looks at going flag-hunting, another wonderful shot here by Jerry Kelly at the fifth. [cheering].  Draws it back to just a couple of feet.  Go on to make the birdie that got him the 200 par.  Bernhard Langer has won 40 times in the PGA Tour Champions, has never won this event.  His birdie at the tenth.  He’s been a factor in every tournament so far, looking like it’s going to be the same thing here in Tucson.  [clapping].  That would get him to three under.  He’d go on to birdie 11 and 12 to get to 5, and the defending champion is Mark O’Meara.  The 11th playing is one of the hardest holes in the golf course, but not for Mark with this long birdie putted 11.  A good 40 feet and rattles it in the back of the hole.  Mark’s done a lot of that throughout his career.
