It’s--it’s a rigorous exam and you look at the 18th hole.  This was--used to be a regular season event, the United Leasing and Finance Championship from 2012 to 2018.  That’s seven years.  the 18th hole was the most difficult finishing hole on the Korn Ferry Tour every single year.

Second round tee time slightly delayed by 30 minutes, but we are hopeful to get back on schedule but chance of some weather rolling in a little bit later on this afternoon.
