ANNC The way this thing is going, every time you make a par you're probably helping yourself out.

ANNC Imagine coming to Arnold Palmer's famous 18th eventually down the stretch with the whole tournament on the line. 

ANNC Oh boy. Little indecision, 166 left. Time to trust it now, pal.

SOT IAN POULTER He's a great player. And he delivered down the stretch. He hit the right shots at the right time. It was very, very impressive to see.

ANNC Strike is good, just left of the hole toward the center. That is clutch! This guy has handled the pressure today and it has been thrown at him.

ANNC The Englishman is the latest winner at Bay Hill!

SOT TYRRELL HATTON That was an amazing feeling and obviously to do it there, such an iconic venue was an amazing. And my whole team was there. To share that experience with them walking off 18 was incredible.

SOT TYRRELL HATTON  It's an iconic venue with Arnold Palmer and I hope he's proud. Hopefully I can push on now and contend in more tournaments and move my way up the FedEx.

SOT SAM SAUNDERS It was a great experience. Even at that point of his career it was still great to watch him play and interact with the crowd and the other players and how much respect the other guys have for him.

SOT XANDER SCHAUFFELE I always think of him when I sign autographs after I shoot over and wanna walk off. But I think of him when I walk over there and sign that. And he set that precedent out here on tour."
