Points of Interest
· The 2020 Classic marks the 11th anniversary of the PGA TOUR’s annual stop in the golden isles of Georgia. Sea Island is a privately owned area of Glynn County, Georgia. It is also part of the Golden Isles of Georgia, which include St. Simons Island, Jekyll Island, Little St. Simons Island, and the mainland city of Brunswick. The Golden Isles received the top spot in 2020 on Travel + Leisure‘s World’s Best Islands in the Continental U.S.

· Sea Island is the only resort in the world to have received four Forbes Five-Star awards for ten consecutive years. It is also the only U.S. resort to host a G-8 Summit of world leaders.

· The tournament is played on two courses at Sea Island Golf Club: Seaside and Plantation. Plantation received “Renovation of the Year” by Golf Inc. Magazine in 2020.

· This year due to the global pandemic, in the interest of the health and safety of PGA TOUR players, those working the event, fans, volunteers and others, this year’s tournament will take place without on-site spectators, similar to other PGA TOUR events this year.

· The RSM Classic Charity Putting Challenge will still be taking place this year on the Speedway Putting Course Tuesday afternoon. There will be five 2-man teams comprised of 10 PGA TOUR players including Team RSM ambassadors Davis Love III, Zach Johnson, and Chris Kirk. The 9-hole event will provide an opportunity to raise funds for charity including the Boys and Girls Club of Southeast Georgia and the Special Olympics.

	GOLF COURSE 

· Identical to previous years, both courses will have fairways and tees overseeded in October. In addition, Seaside will have roughs and approaches overseeded. As always, these new seedlings will provide some improved aesthetic qualities but will have no impact on playability. Given a normal weather pattern, both courses will provide conditions consistent with that of recent years. Due to the discrepancy in the age of both sets of greens, it is anticipated the Plantation Course greens will be firmer than the older Seaside Course greens.

· Greenspeed will be in the 12.5 feet range for Seaside and around 11 feet for Plantation.

· The tees, fairways, and approaches will be mowed below 1/2 inch.

· The intermediate rough on Seaside will be mowed at 0.850 inches, and the primary rough will be maintained at 1.5 inches. The Plantation rough will be mowed at 13/8 inch. As such, there is no need for an intermediated cut.




CHARITY

· Established in 2005 by professional golfer Davis Love, III, the Davis Love Foundation contributes to the well-being and progress of society by supporting both national and community-based programs that focus on children and their families. Headquartered in St. Simons Island, GA, the private Foundation provides a positive and far-reaching vehicle for creative solutions to social ills that affect children and their families. The ambitious mission of the Davis Love Foundation is to help build a better future for children and their families who are at risk of poor educational, economic, social and health outcomes. The Foundation provides grants and donations to community-based programs that focus on children and families in need. 

· To date, the RSM US Foundation and the Davis Love Foundation have raised more than $17.6 million through The RSM Classic to help children and families in need, with the 2019 tournament raising more than $4.6M alone. 

· Birdies Fore Love (BFL) is RSM’s charitable giving platform for The RSM Classic in which they have expanded to be an on-course competition over the first 11 events of the PGA TOUR season, known as the RSM Birdies Fore Love program, donating $950 million to charities.  

· This is the third year of the program. The program has two on-course competitions: 

· The top three players who accumulate the most birdies (or better) through the first 11 events concluding with The RSM Classic, will be awarded $300,000, $150,000 and $50,000 for charity, respectively  

· At nine of the 11 events (excluding the U.S. Open and the Masters), the player accumulating the most birdies (or better) will also receive a $50,000 donation 

· The players can designate charitable donations to the children- and family-focused charitable organizations of their choice 

· Charity Putting Challenge: RSM Charity Putting Challenge + Boys and Girls Club + First Tee: The RSM Charity Putting Challenge will take place on Tuesday, November 17 from 3:15 – 4:30pm on the Speedway Putting Course.  This competition will raise dollars for charities affiliated with The RSM Classic where five 2-man teams of PGA TOUR players will play a 9-hole course while RSM executives serve as caddie/scorekeepers. 

· Title sponsor RSM will contribute $35k that will make up the purse for the Challenge, and the Davis Love Foundation garnered support from five additional sponsors at $10k each.  All beneficiaries are guaranteed $10k plus the additional winnings for their team’s placement in the overall competition. 

· Due to the pandemic, no kids or beneficiary participants will be onsite this year.  However, plans to engage both a First Tee and Boys and Girls Club participant from a virtual perspective are in motion with two video content pieces proposed to the digital team – one focusing more on golf and the challenge, the other focusing on a diversity, equity and inclusion angle.
