It is the countdown to the playoffs.  Everybody is scrambling for a position.  But the focus is on this golf course.  Hop finger for birdie.  Oh yeah.  Got involved with the stick JP.  And it came back up and looked at us.  And then fell in.

An eagle for Max Greyserman at the par-5 5th.  Sigg makes his birdie.  And now they’re filling it up here.  Sigg up to 9 under par.  That’s also 4 shots back.  17-year-olds, both had come through Senetikers Junior Program.  Here’s Greyserman for a birdie.  There you go.

For Tyson Alexander a third bogey of the day.  Back to 14 under par again.  Tag Ridings, a solo 3rd right now at 12 under.  6 under par today.  12 under for the tournament.  And he’s 2 behind Tyson Alexander and Taylor Moore.  Birdie putt for Moore.
