The Tom Fazio design opened back in 1998 and plays to a par of 72, at 7,265 yards. And this land it used to be strip mines, but this week, it is the backdrop for one of the great weeks in all of professional golf.

And it has been a staple in the rankings of one of the greatest golf courses in the entire country. This week, though, it is the canvas for one of the most pressure packed weeks in all of professional golf.
