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2022 Sanderson Farms Championship Message Document
Four things to know:

1. SAM IS BACK: Fresh off his maiden appearance at the U.S. Presidents Cup, four-time PGA TOUR winner Sam Burns returns to defend his 2021 Sanderson Farmers Championship title. The former LSU All-American, who made his PGA TOUR professional debut at the Sanderson Farms event in 2017 where he finished T43, captured three events in 2021-22 (Sanderson Farms Championship, Valspar Championship, Charles Schwab Challenge) and finished 24th in the FedExCup. 
2. MORE ON THE TOURNAMENT: 
· One of the stars of the week is Reveille, the trophy awarded to the winner of the Sanderson Farms Championship. 
· This year marks the fourth year the tournament will have a stand-alone date on the PGA TOUR with 500 FedExCup points and a $7.9 million purse, a $900,000 increase from last year.
· Since Sanderson Farms became the title sponsor in 2013, they have had a charitable impact of over $13 million to charities across Mississippi, with over $10 million to Children’s of Mississippi.
· The 2021 event resulted in a charitable contribution of $1.5 million to the primary charity Children’s of Mississippi. Additionally, the tournament raised over $305,000 for more than 60 Mississippi charities across the state.
3. IT’S INTERNATIONAL: One member of the International Presidents Cup team is scheduled to compete this week, Christiaan Bezuidenhout (1-0-1) of South Africa who won his Sunday Singles match 2 and 1 over Kevin Kisner. 
4. SAHITH SEARCHING FOR WIN NO. 1: After a rookie campaign that included near-victories at the WM Phoenix Open (T3) and Travelers Championship (T2) along with a trip to the TOUR Championship, PGA TOUR Rookie of the Year nominee Sahith Theegala has his sights on his first PGA TOUR title this week.  The Sanderson Farms Championship presents a tremendous opportunity for a rookie or young player to make a name for himself, as six of the last eight champions have been first-time winners: Sebastián Muñoz (2019), Cameron Champ (2018), Ryan Armour (2017), Cody Gribble (2016), Peter Malnati (2015), Nick Taylor (2014). 
5. HOME GAME: Three players with Mississippi ties return to the Sanderson Farms Championship after successful rookie seasons in 2021-22:
· Chad Ramey hails from Fulton and graduated from Mississippi State University in 2014. Ramey captured the Corales Puntacana Championship and was one of just two rookies to win on the PGA TOUR in 2021-22. 
· Hattiesburg native Davis Riley attended the University of Alabama where he was a third-team All-America selection in 2018. Riley finished 36th in the FedExCup and notched six top-10 finishes in his rookie campaign in 2021-22 including a playoff runner-up at the Valspar Championship.
· Hayden Buckley was born in Tennessee but grew up in Tupelo and attended the University of Missouri where he was a third-team All-America and first team All-SEC in 2018. Buckley finished T4 as a rookie last year at the 2021 Sanderson Farms Championship and finished 104th in the FedExCup standings.
