SCOTT SCHEFFLER: "Right there, that's where you started. That's where Scottie learned to play the game of golf. I love that hat. I think we still have that hat. I bet you still do."

SCOTTIE SCHEFFLER: "These are the golf shoes that I have. These are the U.S. Kids ones. You got that after you won that qualifier because all the other kids had them. You said dad you think I could get golf shoes? I said sure why not?" 

SCOTT: "For him to achieve his goals, he's always wanted to be a PGA TOUR player. I think I asked him when he was like 19. What are you going to do when you graduate from college? He says, 'Dad I'm gonna play on the PGA TOUR.'"

SCHEFFLER: I always believed in myself, but I never really tried to think too much about the results.

SCHEFFLER: Now that I made it to number one, I definitely don't want to stop being number one. Being prepared is kind of what I pride myself on. When I step on the first tee, I remind myself that I've done everything I could to play well. I always just try to do my best to live in the present and it's brought me this far so I'm just going to continue to try to improve a little bit, and continue to put in the work  that got me to this point.

SCOTT NAT: What can I say Scottie? But wow!

SCOTT: To get to the level he is now in the last 28 months has really been astonishing to watch. And it's almost surreal. It's like, wow.

SCHEFFLER: Yeah I guess it's a bit different.

SCOTT: For us, it's very, very different.

SCHEFFLER: "That was 2 years ago let me jog my memory.  It was probably only a month or two before that I hadn't won on TOUR. All of a sudden I made it to a place where neither of us thought that I would get."

SCOTT NAT: You're pretty good at golf man. I love you Scott. I'm more proud of who you are than your golf. You're a wonderful young man.

SCOTT: Becoming world number one. I don't even know if I realized or thought about that. To reach that moment and that embrace was just another moment in our lives that he's made very fun.

SCOTTIE: I really just grew up just wanting to play on the PGA TOUR. I guess as far as the last 28 months that's changed pretty drastically but when we're at home everything's pretty much the same.



Sustaining #1 + 2022 Season

SCOTT: "Well, it's interesting because Scottie is he's not he's he's. How do you describe him?"

SCHEFFLER: "Marker.   I tried to make him jump, he didn't budge."

SCOTT: "People always would ask me, you know, about Scottie and they always want to talk about golf. My answer is always, Scottie is a wonderful young man and I say, and he's pretty good in golf. And they'll ask me now, just pretty good?"

ANNC: "Scottie Scheffler, 6 wins this season, 4 signature events, THE PLAYERS Championship and a Major. 6 and counting."

SCHEFFLER: "I don't think of myself as number one in the world. A lot of times I still feel like a high school kid at times because I don't really have a real job. I get to go play golf for a living. And I married the girl that I did in high school. Now I have a son. And, you know, I think sometimes we still feel like children."

SCHEFFLER: "Just because I accomplished something on the golf course doesn't make me any different than anybody else. I just happen to be sometimes better than others at getting a little golf ball into a hole that's pretty far away."

SCOTT: "This is what that child's always wanted to do and to see your child do it and be successful at his so-called non-job. I mean, it is a job. He's been given a gift and I think he embraces his gift and his talent and he works with it. But the last 28 months, I'm not going to tell you it isn't any different but it's fun. It's really kinda neat."

ANNC: "71 events now into his PGA TOUR career, Scottie Scheffler's dreamed of moments like this. Scottie Scheffler has a win on the PGA TOUR! That first win so important, breaks the ice."

SCHEFFLER: "I always believed in myself. I believed I could win out there. And after I kind of got that first win in Phoenix, things just started happening really fast. You know, we came back out a couple weeks later and won at Bay Hill and then won the match play and then won The Masters."

SCHEFFLER: "I'm sure that quick rise to number one was a product of me taking a little bit longer to win, and then all of a sudden I got that first win and I was able to rack up some wins pretty quickly. I would say that it surprised me a little bit for sure."

SCOTT: "People are not going to believe this but...I'm not surprised, but I'm overwhelmed sometimes at how good Scottie really is at the game of golf."

SCOTT: "I always knew Scottie could be successful if he could get to the PGA TOUR. I didn't know if he could get through the Korn Ferry Tour. I'm being honest with you. I didn't know that he could shoot 28 under week after week."

ANNC: "Scottie Scheffler, the newest member of the 59 club."

SCOTT: "But obviously I was wrong."

Rocking Chairs #3: Boy in the Yellow Hat

SCOTTIE: "Him and my mom went and got these photos yesterday so I haven't really gotten to see any of these yet."

SCOTT: "Scottie was always...I think I was a strange kid. Scottie was very sports-oriented. There's a basketball, there's a lacrosse stick. Baseball was a big part of his life, he played football."

SCOTT: "Look at you. You could throw a football."

SCOTT: "And this was Tiger at the U.S. Open who you ran away from. You got inside the ropes and he came at you and you ran under the ropes, because you were afraid. And now you know Tiger."

SCOTTIE: "This was like my first real set of golf clubs. These are real Cleveland heads that are adult sized but they shaved weight out of the back so that it would match up with the shaft."

SCOTT: "Scottie with his hat. You were the boy with the yellow hat. Do you remember the yellow hat? You talked about hats, do you remember the yellow hat? I remember the yellow hat. You were the boy with the yellow hat at the U.S. Open sleeping on the train."

Scottie Scheffler Hats Story

SCOTTIE SCHEFFLER: I would find a hat that I liked and I would just wear it all the time. So, I would just sweat through the hat. And I would do that summer after summer, just wearing the same hat to tournaments. 

SCOTT SCHEFFLER: Maybe it's hereditary. I don't know. I had a bit of a hat issue in high school. I had the same hat probably for four years.

SCOTTIE SCHEFFLER: After we got married, moved in with my wife, obviously. And it was like, well, what are we gonna do with all these hats? And I thought about just hanging them up in the gym. I hang them just as a little bit of a reminder of the work that it took to get there and so that I'll continue to, to put in that work on the other side.



Routine/Gym

SCOTTIE NATS: Hoser!

DR. TROY GYM NATS: Hey! Mornin'!

SCOTTIE NATS: What's up?

DR. TROY NATS: Ready to get some work done?

SCOTTIE NATS: Yes sir. 

DR. TROY NATS: Good. Alright. 

SCOTTIE NATS: Lets do it. 

SCOTTIE: I saw Troy when I was 14. My coach, Randy referred him to me because I showed up at the golf course one day and my back was hurting. 

DR. TROY: Typically what we see is a high volume of playing a sport, / growth spurt, hormonal changes. So, they start having some back issues.

SCOTTIE: Aches and pains are something that we all feel. And I started feeling it from a young age because I played so much golf.

DR. TROY GYM NATS: This is mimicking the back swing. So, the most important thing is loading into that right hip, getting into a proper top of the back swing to be able to have a good transition.

SCOTTIE: "I used to kind of have a move where instead of kind of turning into my hip, I would kind of turn this way. And so properly turning to this side, I can load and then push off and get all the way back onto my left side versus doing kind of a reversal, essentially."

DR. TROY GYM NATS: Yeah and Scottie's spot on. Like this is what we work on all the time. It's it's we've been working on this since he was 14, 15 years old. He has a hard time rotating into the right hip. So, he creates what's called a reverse spine. So for him to get back to the ball, he's got to reverse out of it and then create a "Reverse C" at impact. So what's happening is creating stress on the left side of the back and then creating stress on the right side of the back.

SCOTTIE: If I didn't get introduced to Troy when I was 14, I definitely wouldn't be in the position that I'm in now. If I didn't work out and do the things that I do in the gym to be able to play golf, I wouldn't be able to sustain my body the way that I have been for the last, you know, 10 years or so. And GolfForever has been a huge part of that the last couple of years.



Checking the Boxes

SCOTTIE SCHEFFLER: I know I've done what I needed to do before going out to play and that's checking all the boxes. I'm pretty routine oriented when it comes to going out to play.

SCOTTIE SCHEFFLER RANGE NATS: And so, when I go out on the range, I typically try to feel the same way. And that consistency, you know, really from waking up to going to hit balls is really an important part of my day.

DR. TROY: He likes to be prepared. He's very structured and very regimented. 2022, he had a lot of close calls of winning a tournament. So, we did some / cardiovascular testing with him in my facility in Dallas. And I realized his cardiovascular endurance wasn't there. And he knew that was the missing key that we found during the offseason.

SCOTTIE: That was the offseason where I really incorporated a lot of the GolfForever stuff in order to train my body the right way to where I could go out and compete.

DR. TROY: It was probably one of the toughest summers I took him through, but he knew it was for the better and obviously we know what happened.

ANNC: This is the man who everybody's paying attention to, Scottie Scheffler can he add another big title to his resume today.

SCOTTIE: When I step up on the first tee at a tournament, I always kind of remind myself that I've put in the time in the gym. I've put in the time on the practice tee ...

ANNC: First on the tee Scottie Scheffler!

SCOTTIE: I've prepared thinking about being under pressure, thinking about being in competition. 

DR. TROY: He wants himself to be as fresh Thursday morning teeing off as a Sunday afternoon and going down to the back nine. And those are things we can control, right? Those are the intangibles. So, he's very good at crossing his T's, dotting his I's.

ANNC: Look at this! Look at this! Scottie Scheffler! Multiple fist pumps!

ANNC: Scheffler is all world. He's close to some of the records that Tiger Woods has. So, that's how good this seasons been for Scheffler.

ANNC: Tee-to-green, Scottie Scheffler has absolutely taken this field apart.

SCOTTIE: I would say most of its due to the ball striking. I think, if you're striking the ball well, golf courses kind of open up for you and you get a lot of opportunities to make birdies.

ANNC: And the Scheffler victory train just keeps on rollin'! And back on top of the world!

SCOTTIE: Sometimes when people get to number one in the world, it can be a difficult place to be because, you know, everybody's trying to get there and then all of a sudden, they think they need to do something different to really stay there, but I try not to change too much. I try to stick to the things that got me there. 

ANNC: Six wins in his last 27 events. That is a torrid streak of golf.

SCOTTIE: "Yeah, It's been fun. Definitely different being on the other side of fatherhood."

SCOTT: I cherish my time with him now. Like, maybe that's why I'm sitting here, because it gave me an opportunity to spend some time with him. His time has become ... different and we like to give him his space ... because he's a family man now. 

ANNC: Big change in the life of Scottie Scheffler. But it's a great change. He's got a great team around him and knows exactly what they need to do and ... he has been on some kind of roll. 

ANNC: Scottie Scheffler is the king of Bay Hill again! And he'll head to TPC Sawgrass with about as much confidence as you can possibly imagine. 

ANNC: Ayay! Here comes number one in the world! 

ANNC: Scottie Scheffler is the 50th PLAYERS Champion ... and the first to go back-to-back! 
 
ANNC: Hugging his wife, Meredith. She's omnipresent on the scene. They're expecting their first child next month. Lots to celebrate for Scottie and Meredith.  

SCOTTIE: She's always a great reminder for me why I come out here and play. She keeps things in perspective for me really, really well.  

ANNC: He's won at Augusta National, TPC Sawgrass, Bay Hill ... if you did that in a career, you would be ecstatic, and he's done it in just a few months. 

ANNC: Another jacket for Scottie Scheffler! 

ANNC: About to be a father; Scotties got it all right now. 

SCOTTIE: Our afternoons and evenings at home will look significantly different than they did before. 

SCOTTIE: All of a sudden, nighttime hits and he's upset because he's so tired and he can't fall asleep. And so then he gets more upset. And it kind of reminds me of how I was on a golf course when I was ten years old. One bad thing would happen, and then I get more upset, and then the next thing would happen, and I'd get more upset. 

ANNC: Oh this is left, somehow got through those trees. Sheesh. 

ANNC: That is a seven! And suddenly, he goes back into a tie for the lead. 

SCOTTIE: Now I feel like I'm in a spot where I'm a lot better at handling my emotions on the course and I don't let the bad shots get to me nearly as much as I did early in my career. 

ANNC: For birdie at 12 ... you better believe it! So after the stumble at nine, makes a couple birdies in the next three holes. 

ANNC: He made some mistakes that he wishes he hadn't made, but he still got out and increased his lead. He should be very happy. 

SCOTTIE: I've learned to lower the expectations I put on myself and understand that bad shots are going to happen. And it's more about my attitude than it as anything. 

ANNC: Number one player in the world gets his first win at Memorial ... and maybe even better, gets his first win as a father.  

ANNC: Scottie Scheffler with another tournament title! In the sixth month of the year ... he's got a sixth victory. And you saw him flash a smile because he saw Meredith and Bennett making their way down to the green. 

SCOTT: Diane was with Meredith and Bennett and he was looking specifically for them, and that's the way it should be. And Meredith's like, 'no, we're all going there.' I said, 'no, Meredith, this is your family. We're the, the extended family.' She's, 'no, Papa Scheff, it's all about us. And without you and Diane, we wouldn't be here in this moment.' 

NATS: You are the best team! I'm so proud of you! 

NATS: Awesome!  

NATS: Best team ever! So proud of you! 

SCOTTIE: They've all worked extremely hard to put me in this position where I can go out and compete and have fun and win or lose, you know, they're going to be there after the round. 

ANNC: Scottie Scheffler may be the most well-adjusted world number one there's ever been. Incredible watching him, the family, and everything about him. Keeps him very humble, indeed.  

SCOTT: It's Scottie's world. You know, I'd like to say we're living in and I'm very, very thankful that Meredith and Bennett and Scottie let us in that world.
