ANNC: Jason is a player who has been so nagged by injuries and particularly to back and shoulder through the years nobody wants to see that. 
 
JASON DAY: The back was a major issue for me. It was horrific. So, you add the mental stress of like, my mom dying. The injury that you lose confidence in your body and yourself. Plus, you add that I'm burnt out feeling and it's just perfect combination of just like losing a bunch of motivation.  
 
ELLIE DAY: It was just like a hard phase all-around of like wanting to support him and encourage him. There's no shortcut. There's no easy way around that. You just, you're going through it. 
 
JASON DAY: It can be a very frustrating, daunting process of trying to understand why things happened the way they did.  
 
ELLIE DAY: Once he finally made the decision to change his swing and because that was causing so many issues, then that kind of moved into a whole new era of working so hard for something.  
 
JASON DAY: It was it was a lot of hours of body work, a lot of hours of video work, technical work. A lot of hours getting my mind right and finding my balance again. It took a long time, but I ended up getting there.  
 
ANNC: Looking to recapture some magic Jason Day is really looking good this year put in a lot of work in the offseason he looks tight, and he looks ready to win. 
 
JASON DAY: I felt like I was playing some really good golf.  
 
LUKE REARDON: The Final Round was good. I felt like he was very switched on from the get-go.
