COLD OPEN: 
CADDIE NATS: All right, let's get it.
JIM NANTZ SOT: These are our stars in the making. The confidence is rising, and I'm excited watching.

ANNC: PGA TOUR cards are on the line, dreams are on the line for so many of these players. 

SCOTTIE SCHEFFLER SOT: It's kind of the proving grounds. We need to have avenues for the players to come up and get access to the PGA TOUR and the Korn Ferry Tour is the best place for that to happen.

KEVIN PRISE SOT: It's make or break, one shot away from changing your life. Professional golfers, Korn Ferry Tour, it's a gateway to be great.

JIM NANTZ SOT: Korn Ferry Tour, it's never been more important than it is right now.

SCENE SETTER:

JAMES NITTES SOT: It's now or never. This is the most important part of the season where one shot could cost you your PGA tour card. One swing could cost you Korn Ferry to a status for next year. So these players know it. They know the pressure, and the best of the best will rise to the top and take advantage of that opportunity.

KEVIN PRISE SOT: The tension is just brimming. You can feel it up and down the range. It's palpable. The pressure, the top 30, get your PGA Tour card, top 75, keep your job for next year.

JAMES NITTIES SOT: Tim Widing. He's already TOURbound, but he's said that he wants to finish number one on the points list. He knows important to finish as high as possible on the points list as he can because that gives you more starts more guaranteed opportunities on the PGA Tour next season.

JAMES NITTIES SOT: Aldrich Potgieter South African superstar won the second event of the season. Talks about wanting to win majors, wanting to be number one in the world. Since then just hasn't had his best stuff starting to think about possibly going to the PGA Tour a little too early and just hasn't had it on the course. So he'll need to turn it around if he wants to get there at the end of the season.

KEVIN PRISE: Cooper Dossey has been the comeback kid. A couple of top fifteens in a row moving inside the top 75 on the points list and a better spot to keep his job for next year and can start to think about trying to get inside the top 30

JAMES NITTIES:  Fred Biondi got off to a great start if he's 2024 Korn ferry to a season but since then is struggling to make weakens he's also questioning his ability made some swing changes and really needs to find that fire.

JAMES NITTIES: Ross Steelman, always having fun, positive attitude applies it to his game. Got off to a great start this season. He's been a little inconsistent since, but he's going to have to do something special if he wants to find himself in the top 30 on the points list come the end of the season.

KEVIN PRISE: Sam Choi had to go back to PGA Tour, America's missed eight of his first nine cuts on the court. I'm sure you talk to kind of not really have a chance to get into too many tournaments and figured he would take his talents to America's where he had so much success last year.

JAMES NITTIES: Kevin Roy was a rookie on the PGA TOUR last season. Didn’t play great. Coming back to the Korn Ferry Tour it built a hunger and the fact he’s a new father. It’s putting things into perspective for him. He’s having a little more fun. And he’s one of the most consistent players out there top to bottom on the points list. 

KEVIN ROY FEATURE: 

NATS: “GOOD JOB! YAY!!!!” CLAPS  

KEVIN ROY: Mia It has been such a blessing for both Andy and I. she's so much fun to be around. I think between her and, you know, start started working with the mental coach middle of the year last year on the PGA TOUR. It's really helped me put those not great days on the golf course behind me a lot easier than I probably used to. She doesn't care if I shoot 66 or 76. I don't want to miss too much of her growing up. When I'm home, I like to kind of shut everything down and be a dad and a husband. 

KEVIN ROY: I kind of grew up in a golfing family. My dad, he was an avid golfer. He's played on the PGA TOUR and on the Champions Tour. 
  
KEVIN ROY: I always thought the idea of playing professional golf was like, you know, cool. But, you know, as I saw myself getting better and better I was like, you know what? I'm going to give this crazy game a shot and here we are. 
 
KEVIN ROY: I've proved to myself, that I can compete up on the PGA TOUR, one of my last events last year at the Bermuda finished eighth and then you know luckily got a sponsor invite in the the Valspar this year finished 12th. I feel like I can compete out there it's just you know now we've just got to get back out there. 
 
ANNIE ROY :I love watching Kevin play. I love going to his tournaments. When you make it to the PGA Tour, yeah, you've made it there, but there's no guarantee you're going to be there the next year. There's no guarantee you're going to be on the Korn Ferry tour year to year. So for me, it's a little bit more stressful. And to go back there, it would be awesome. It would be, you know, great for Kevin and for the family.  

KEVIN ROY SOT: It’s been it's been a great year. It’s all about the consistency I've been playing I've been playing a lot of a lot of really good golf since literally the first event of the year. 
 
KEVIN ROY SOT: I think every golf golfers struggle is bringing the range swing to the to the course. But I feel like usually I tend to get kind of this way. I start leaning into it and then when I start leaning into it, I get stuck in my misses out to the right. So out here, I'm just trying to feel like I mean, I feel like I'm really trying just to swing it to like just past my hip obviously doesn't get there, but that's the feeling I have. It's kind of something like this. And, you know, it's it's hard to it's a challenge to bring it to the course. But, you know, when I when I feel like I'm doing it right, I've been driving it really nice. 
 
ROY SOT: I tend to hit a lot of shots with eight irons and below, what I call the scoring clubs, if you will. I just try to get really dialed in on the target and then just kind of, you know, hit different shots and see, you know, kind of track the numbers and see how far we're hitting, knockdowns, full swings, draws cuts, it's just a lot of short irons.

ROY SOT: My dad's always on me. He always tells me, you know, you got short game, short game, short game. So putting in, chipping in wedges I usually say 150 yards and then is kind of where I need to really, really get better at. I've been in the position before and I've gotten through it. So I'm actually in a better position than I was the year I got my card.
  
ANNIE ROY SOT  
I think that golf is an individual sport, but you have to surround yourself with a great team, great people around you. And we are just so thankful. And to have a strong family support system in the middle of a sport that is very competitive and not very forgiving is amazing and all that I can really ask for.

ROY SOT : off the course it's to have more fun. it's on and off the course. Just try to enjoy every moment of this crazy journey we're on. 


BUMP: 

Ross Steelman SOT: "What a funny game this is...it takes us all across the country and world that you would never see growing up and it's pretty cool."
Tim Widing SOT: "However you play it's nice to look around and it puts a smile on your face" 

CUT LINES FEATURE: 

NITTIES:  I think it's the most competitive tour in the world, considering how low the cut is every single week we are seeing minus six, minus seven, even nearly minus eight to have to make the weekend. It's incredibly tough to get above that hurdle mentally for these players, knowing that you have to come out and shoot two rounds in the sixties to find your way to the weekend.

STEELMAN: it's not easy to shoot 20 under in a week. Guys out here just kind of have a formula down for how to do it.

POTGIETER: 01;30;08;28 there's so many guys that could win every week. It comes down to just mental preparation on the course.

(NATS)

NITTIES:  You'll see the best of the best rise above that mentality and some crumble, and that's just how competitive it is.

ANNC OH BOY: Oh boy he’s got work left this puts him outside the cut line

BIONDI:  most of the guys out here play really good golf, there's going to be a lot of birdies

ANNC WHAT A ROLL: Oh, what a roll and to get inside the cut line

BIONDI: guys can go pretty low and as we all saw this year, a lot of really, really low numbers



ANNC ANOTHER BIRDIE: no bogeys on the card, picking up another birdie

ANNC LOW CUT LINES: feels as tough as you will see the korn ferry tour play this season

NITTIES SOT: This is a defining moment on the Korn Ferry tour when you know you have to make so many birdies under complete pressure, extreme focus and keep going. 

BIONDI: It's an elite group of guys that play out here.

WIDING: the play on this tour is so good, so competitive

NITTIES:  The toughest courses are on the horizon. The players that are putting in the work mentally and physically will be the ones to succeed at the end.

ASCENDANT FEATURE: 

NITTIES SOT: The ascendant at TPC Colorado. It's one of the longest walking courses on the Korn Ferry tour. It's hot. And if you're not mentally prepared, physically prepared, it's going to be a tough place to compete.

SOT WIDING: 01;08;48;20 This is my favorite event last year it's a good vibe in here, the atmosphere, the view so it's just hard to not feel well

SOT POTGIETER: I love the course. It's a beautiful area. With the elevation the ball is definitely going to fly a little bit further, maybe 13 or 14% it's hard to judge the higher you hit the ball, the further it's going to go with more spin.

NITTIES SOT: if you're not mentally, physically and performing well on the golf course, it's just it's a tough place to compete.

SOT WIDING: However you play, it's just nice to look around and//put a smile on your face.

COOPER DOSSEY: You can’t miss this one. 
NITTIES: KEVIN ROY HAD A STRONG START IN ROUND ONE SHOOTING -5 UNDER BUT BROKE EVEN IN ROUND TWO. HE BOUNCED BACK SHOOTING -4 UNDER ON SATURDAY AND SUNDAY TO TIE FOR 25TH PLACE. 

NITTES: TIM WIDING WAS LOOKING FOR HIS THIRD WIN AT ASCENDANT, BUT FINISHED TIED FOR 13TH PLACE. 

NITTIE: ALDRICH POTGIETER MISSED THE CUT AFTER SHOOTING -3 UNDER IN ROUND 1 AND ONE OVER IN ROUND 2. 

NITTIES: FRED BIONDI CONTINUED TO STRUGGLE, BREAKING EVEN ON THURSDAY AND SHOOTING 5 OVER ON FRIDAY ALONG WITH ROSS STEELMAN WHO ALSO MISSED THE CUT. 

NITTIES: FULL SCREEN GFX: TIM WIDING IS AT THE TOP OF THE STANDINGS LIST WHILE THE OTHER PLAYERS WORK TO GET INTO AND STAY IN THE TOP 30. 

NITTIES SOT: One. In these situations, it's heartbreaking knowing that you're just so close to making a weekend. You can't get there having to go practice mentally prepare, get ready for the next week, knowing that you could just be one shot away from creating something special. It's very difficult and it's a tough mindset for these players

ALDRICH FISHING FEATURE: 

ALDRICH POTGIETER: Fishing rods, I don't travel without these, they are must come with at all times

Aldrich SOT: I like to go fishing with my dad and not stay at the hotel 

Aldrich SOT “Did you catch anything”  Person in the distance: “Nothing yet but I don’t know what I’m doing…”

Aldrich SOT:  “let’s go with a worm” 

Aldrich SOT: “I’m a pretty competitive guy so when I start something I’m not really stopping…oohh! Here we go! That was pretty quick! The hardest thing is not to get hooked. I still need to play golf! Keep showing this shot until he shows the fish to camera “a pretty small one, but it’ll do!” 

Aldrich SOT: You can’t really do wrong with the worm. Now you can only go bigger after that. Bigger and bigger. 

Aldrich SOT: I like the peace and quiet and enjoying the fresh air 

Nats “Beautiful!” I’ll take a photo dad”

PRICE CUTTER CHAMPIONSHIP FEATURE: 
COOPER DOSSEY CAME OUT HOT ON THURSDAY, A DAY HIGHLIGHTED BY EIGHT BIRDIES AND AN EAGLE, WHICH GAVE HIM THE EARLY SOLO LEAD. 
DOSSEY SOT: I've dealt with some problems all year on the greens, and I found a putter that works for me.
DOSSEY SOT: I feel like I've been playing well all year and just haven't got around like this to start a tournament. And it's nice to have this in the first round versus the last round when you're just T35.
DOSSEY SOT: I'm super comfortable out there now, and it's a weight off of my shoulders and in my mind. And so, I was hooping a lot, so, it was a good day. I had a couple loose tee shots, but other than that, everything was right in front of me, and I felt super and in control.
DESPITE A THURSDAY 69, ROSS STEELMAN WOULD COME UP SHORT AND MISS THE CUT, SHOOTING A 73 ON FRIDAY.
IT WAS A DISAPPOINTING WEEK FOR FRED BIONDI, WHO WAS BACK OUT AT THE RANGE ON SATURDAY AFTER A MISSED CUT …
FOLLOWING BACK TO BACK ROUNDS OVER PAR, ALDRICH POTGIETER WOULD MISS HIS SECOND STRAIGHT CUT.
KEVIN ROY HAD A SOLID START TO THE WEEK, SHOOTING 67-69, BUT A SLOW SUNDAY BUMPED HIM DOWN THE LEADERBOARD. 
WITH A PGA TOUR CARD SECURED, TIM WIDING STILL BROUGHT HIS BEST TO MISSOURI, NOTCHING A T7 FINISH.
COOPER DOSSEY SECURED HIS SECOND STRAIGHT TOP-15 FINISH.
DOSSEY SOT: I think I've tried to put an emphasis the last played month and a half ever since Greenville, and just having fun out there and allowing myself to get hot, but not letting it carry over.

NV5 INVITATIONAL FEATURE: 

THE CHASE TO CLIMB UP THE POINTS LIST CONTINUES AT THE NV5 INVITATIONAL… 
KEVIN ARRIVAL NATS: My dog, Corona, she’s ready to get a little feisty today!
ALDRICH NATS: I just missed a foot and a half putt. Dude, you’re a good player.
ALDRICH SOT: I feel like I was playing really good golf and still missing the cut.
ANSLEY GIRLFRIEND SOT: You know, he's been on the road for almost seven weeks straight without being home. I just keep telling him to trust in the process, believe in himself. 
ANSLEY GIRLFRIEND SOT: I think if he makes the cut that will definitely be a deep breath. 
ALDRICH POTGIETER MADE A STATEMENT ON THURSDAY WITH A ROUND OF 65 … AND FOLLOWED IT UP WITH A 68 ON FRIDAY.
ALDRICH SOT: I played the golf the course last year, so I was comfortable with it. 
ALDRICH SOT: We looked at some stuff that I was struggling with, and it was more preparation than actually on the golf course. we've kind of drawn back to, what are we doing before we get to the tournament? And, we're kind of playing practice rounds, spending a lot of time on the course hitting putts and chips and I feel like I've done my work, spent all the hours on the course, but I wasn't getting the reps.
ALDRICH SOT: Did a lot of range work and on the putting green and kind of just grinding a little bit and got the reps in practice a little bit more, so I think I'll be doing that for the next couple of weeks and see if that works. 
DESPITE SHOOTING 68 IN ROUND 1, FRED BIONDI WOULD BE FIGHTING TO MAKE THE CUT.
ANSLEY SOT: When you're on the road this much, you have to figure out how to do that. So in terms of just letting it play out, I just keep telling him to trust in the process, believe in himself. for me, sometimes I just put in my headphones, listen to a book so I have to be calm so he can be calm. 
ANSLEY SOT: I think if he makes the cut that will definitely be a deep breath. But if he doesn't, it'll be the same as always. Like, let's just get back up on the horse again and we'll try something new or keep improving on what he's been doing.
TIM WIDING AND ROSS STEELMAN WERE ALSO AMONG THOSE TO MISS THE CUT. 
KEVIN ROY ARRIVAL NATS: Kev, sup Roy. Sup boys!
KEVIN ROY WOULD LOOK TO BUILD OFF OF HIS ROUND OF 67 ON THURSDAY.
ROY SOT: Obviously, you know, have a job this weekend, which is nice, but, you know, I'm ball striking the hell out of it to be honest with you, I haven't seen many putts go in, which is kind of, frustrating, but, you know, you know, I'm hitting well, like I said, but, you know, hopefully we can see, see some parts going in this weekend. 
THE PUTTING FRUSTRATIONS WOULD CONTINUE, WITH A DOUBLE BOGEY BLEMISHING THE 5 BIRDIES ON HIS BACK NINE.
COOPER DOSSEY FOLLOWS THREE MISSED CUTS WITH THREE MADE CUTS – AND HOPES TO KEEP HIS TOP 15 STREAK ALIVE.
… BUT A PAIR OF 70S ON THE WEEKEND WOULD DROP HIM DOWN THE LEADERBOARD.
COOPER ARRIVAL NATS: Good morning! Have a good day boys.
COOPER CHIPPING NATS: What do you want to shoot today? My goal is 5 or better.
COOPER CHIPPING NATS:  You can’t be outrageous with your goals. Yeah you can.
COOPER CHIPPING NATS: Mine’s to shoot least 6 under.
ROY SOT: Pretty boring day, to be honest with you. Kind of the same thing that, you know, the entire week was, you know, hit it pretty good. Gave myself lot of opportunities, but, you know, couldn't find the bottom of the hole. But, you know, that's golf. It is what it is. And, move on to Utah.
ROY SOT: I like Utah, I've had a lot of success there, and I've played well there before. So, I'm actually going to zip home tonight and spend a couple of days with the wife and baby and then head out Utah.
ALDRICH SOT: Shot three or something like that in the front nine. Really wanted to go do some damage on the back nine and unfortunately, missed like a seven footer on ten for birdie and then, on, well, 11 hit in the water and made double.I just didn't take care of everything. But still played really good golf. And looking forward to the next couple weeks coming up.
DOSSEY SOT: It's kind of one of those you wish you missed the cut. I didn't do anything good this weekend But, I mean, I definitely learned some things on what I need to work on the next couple days in Utah.  I'm pretty tired from the previous two weeks. And I think a lot of that came out Saturday and Sunday.
DOSSEY SOT: The biggest, challenge is not knowing the golf courses and just trying to learn them. 
DOSSEY SOT: But I mean, I've, I've been playing golf for my whole life. And, you know, if you don't know how to learn a golf course, then you probably shouldn't be doing it. And these aren't too difficult of golf, of golf courses. So that definitely makes it a lot easier.
