BARBER – “Man”
HOMA – “Oh, yeah, I’ve seen this picture.”
TAYLOR – “I'm assuming the staircase one.”
COLT KNOST – “Those are the nights that are just you never forget.”
THOMAS – “Wow, my eyes are closed. Nice.”
JASON GORE – “Standing next to a young J.T. with his eyes closed, it's pretty cool.”
FINAU – “For some reason, I'm not looking at the camera”
HOMA – “Dre sticks out. I like Gore’s in here somewhere. If I remember right.”
JASON GORE – “I was really sweaty.”
BARBER – Man, I remember this picture vividly. A lot of PGA Tour wins. Got some major championships in there.
JASON GORE – “Colt, unbelievable. Look how young Max looks. Oh, my gosh”
HADWIN – “Tony, myself, Berger, Putnam, Homa, Nick, Justin Thomas.
THOMAS – “See a lot of a lot of guys that are still out on here are out on tour now.”
HADWIN – “I think it's one of the strongest or if not winningest classes in history.”
HOMA – “A lot of guys who are still playing some great golf out here.”
HADWIN – “Of these 25, I think probably ten of us are still playing on tour now, which is pretty crazy to think.”
THOMAS - It's a very special day, you only get your PGA Tour card for the first time once.
FINAU – “Great memories and guys that have gone on to do some pretty cool things over the last ten years.”
THOMAS – It's just golf. It's a wild, wild sport. Everybody's paths to get them there are different, but also their paths past that point are very different.
OPEN/BEST AND UNIQUE CLASS SETUP 
10 YEARS. HARD TO BELIEVE IT’S BEEN A FULL DECADE SINCE THAT NIGHT IN PONTE VEDRA BEACH WHERE WE RECEIVED THE PGA TOUR CARD WE’D WORKED SO HARD FOR ALL SEASON.
ANNC – “Half man, half amazing, all the way back to the PGA TOUR!”
THAT’S ME RIGHT THERE IN THE MIDDLE. ANDRES GONZALES. HALF-MAN, HALF-AMAZING. 
IT WAS QUITE A YEAR. I WON IN UTAH FOR MY SECOND KORN FERRY TOUR TITLE.
IT WAS THE SECOND TIME I GRADUATED TO THE PGA TOUR!
WE ALL HAD BIG DREAMS AND GOALS AFTER THAT SEASON. IT’S AMAZING WHAT WE’VE ACCOMPLISHED SINCE.
THE KORN FERRY TOUR CLASS OF 2014 HAS ACHIEVED MORE SUCCESS ON THE PGA TOUR THAN ANY OTHER CLASS THE PAST 20 YEARS.
BARBER - I think everyone knew it was a talented class, but I don't think you could have predicted the amount of success that's come from it.
THE 25 FROM THE REGULAR SEASON HAVE ACCUMULATED 40 TOUR WINS SO FAR, AND SOME OF THE FINALS GRADS THAT PLAYED THE FULL YEAR ON TOUR HAVE ADDED 5 ADDITIONAL TITLES. A FEW OF OUR FELLOW ALUMNI HAVE RISEN TO BECOME SOME OF THE TOP PLAYERS IN THE GAME.
ANNC – “The wins for Justin Thomas, they just keep on coming!”
ANNC – “Thomas, the world number 1, the 4th youngest at age 25.”
ANNC – “For the third time in his last 7 PGA TOUR starts, Tony Finau is a winner!”
ANNC – “Max Homa! Another win on California soil!”
EVEN THOSE OF US THAT DIDN’T WIN MULTIPLE TIMES ON THE PGA TOUR HAVE CARVED OUT OUR OWN UNIQUE PATHS.
ANNC – “Steven Alker, your season-long champion in winning the Charles Schwab Cup!”
ALKER – I'm pretty stubborn and driven to keep going and determined to keep sticking with the game because I knew it was in there.
GORE,JASON - Pretty proud to be a part of like knowing that I competed with those guys and was able to kind of go head to head with them even if it was only for a moment.
BARBER – After having done it for 11 years between the PGA Tour and the Korn Ferry Tour, I think getting your PGA Tour card might be the hardest thing in this level of the game.
LOOKING BACK, IT’S CRAZY HOW MUCH THE GAME HAS CHANGED SINCE THEN TOO. YOU COULD SEE THE BEGINNINGS OF A LOT OF THOSE SHIFTS IN 2014.
COLT KNOST - that was a really special class, it's crazy how much the game has changed in the last decade.
START OF THE SEASON/THE VIBE/COMPETITION 
IT WAS AN INTERESTING BATCH OF PLAYERS THAT KICKED OFF THAT 25 EVENT SEASON IN COLOMBIA. SOME YOUNG GUYS FRESH OUT OF COLLEGE, SOME GUYS LIKE MYSELF THAT HAD BEEN ON THE KORN FERRY TOUR PREVIOUSLY, AND SOME OLDER GUYS TRYING TO MAKE ANOTHER RUN AT THE PGA TOUR.
ALKER – The Korn Ferry Tour there’s always some young guys hot that year, you get three or four or five of them, you can just see walking in the range the way they played and the scores that were shooting that they were going to be really good.
JASON GORE - I knew it was kind of the door was closing, so I wanted to go out and just give it my all one more time. You could just see these young kids. They were all so good, and you just had to try to keep up with them because they had youth on their side.
COLT KNOST - That was my third and final time I graduated with a good finish at the first playoff event in Indiana. But you knew there were some stars coming the likes of Finau, JT, Max Homa.”
HOMA – We were young and a bunch of us come out of college that year and had played really well and met new friends but also got to travel around and compete with friends at the same time.
COLT KNOST - Rooming together, pinching pennies because you weren't making the money you now are. I got some great memories playing with some of the guys
HOMA – Definitely some long road trips with crammed in a car with some other guys, staying at hotels, with people. It's definitely a bit more of a community down there.
FINAU –JT, Max Homa, these guys, we kind of have a bond because of that class and I played with them a lot throughout the season, so I got to know them pretty well.
HADWIN - I have very fond memories of traveling internationally because we were always together. I shared a lot of rooms with Nick internationally. I know we shared a room in Brazil one year for sure, and the only reason I remember that is because our beds were like this far apart from each other. There's a great sense of, like, kind of camaraderie around that.
JASON GORE - Some great conversations. A lot of those kids were like super eager to learn from the veterans and which was great, you know, like if anybody ever came up to me and be like, hey, what's it like? And I would, I had all the time in the world for them.
CEJKA – Everybody was great back then. Everybody was a nice guy. Everybody played great. You can tell, if you play 18 holes with somebody if he's going to be a good player, a great player or superstar.
COMPETITION THAT YEAR WAS INTENSE. NOT THAT THE KORN FERRY TOUR ISN’T ALWAYS TOUGH, BUT MAN, WE REALLY STARTED TO EXPERIENCE THE DEPTH OF GOLF IN 2014.
ALKER – you still had, you know, the older guys or the established guys have been out there still performing reasonably well. But competition was getting deeper and better.
BARBER – the field size, the amount of talent, the amount of people trying to chase it, it's so competitive, the caliber of player that came out of there just shows kind of how competitive it was.
GORE,JASON - Oh, it was brutal, just trying to make a cut out there was hard, you couldn't lack in any area. You had to drive it good you had to hit good idea to have a good short game, you had to putt, other than that, it was pretty easy
COLT KNOST - the scores are crazy low. So you go out there and shoot a couple 69s, a couple of seventies, like you can be packing your bags and leaving on Friday afternoon.
JASON GORE - you could start to see where it was kind of like guys were coming back to try to get their cards. And now you saw this influx of young kids of the 22 and 23 year old, you can kind of see the changing of the guard because like back then, that was kind of like the fall back tour, right? Like you guys were coming back after they lost their card and trying to get back. But you just saw these college kids and these young players just getting better and better and more competitive. Justin Thomas was just a pup, right? So you just saw him and look at him and and you're just like, they're so good.
JT PROFILE 
ANNC - “The 21-year old, Justin Thomas.”
ANNC - “It’s going to be fun to watch this young man.”
COLT KNOST - Justin Thomas, I mean, he was a no brainer superstar, right? we quickly realized he is the real deal.
ANNC – “Generates a tremendous amount of power.”
HADWIN - he was kind of a, you know, lack of a better term prodigy coming out of Alabama anyways. There was a lot of expectation put on him.
ANNC - “That’s a great example of the dynamic nature of his play.”
HOMA – “Watching Justin play he was the most dominant player. He had so many top tens.”
THOMAS – I’ve had some good opportunities to win and to win at some point you need to know you feel and you need to know how to react I feel like I’ve learned well from those to where if I get in contention I’ll know it’s what I’m experiencing and hopefully succeed at it.
COLT KNOST - I would say Justin Thomas was probably my closest friend out there. I met him when he was first getting going and professional golf and we just kind of bonded. We love trash talking, love playing money, games against each other or with each other. And he was the guy I spent the most time around.
THOMAS – “It was my first year. I'm playing on a tour, you know, making my own schedule. I'm traveling week to week. You know, I don't have a college coach that's organizing my life, you know, dealing with finances and everything like that. Like it just it was a first.”
ANNC – “The resume is filled. What a year for this young man.”
THOMAS – “I don’t really feel much, everything’s pretty numb. It’s crazy how this one kind of worked out, it just happened to be my week, so I’m pumped.”
NATS – “He’s a heralded amateur, now professional with a great career in front of him, Justin Thomas!”
THOMAS – It impacted my life because I got my PGA Tour card, and I'm fortunate to still be out here and had some great accomplishments since. But it paved my way.
BARBER - I think that fall when we all got our cards as rookies is when he kind of got it together. And then it's just been a historic career since then.
ANNC – “Savor the moment Justin, you are a PGA TOUR winner for the very first time!”
ANNC – “Justin’s week started with a 59, it ends with a new PGA TOUR scoring record.”
ANNC - “Major Championship, PGA Championship, Player of the year honors locked up, just really knows how to play golf.”
ANNC - “Justin Thomas, the FedExCup champion for 2017!”
ANNC - “Justin Thomas is your latest PLAYERS Champion!”
ANNC – “Matches a feat only one other player has accomplished before the age of 28. 14 PGA TOUR wins, a major championship and a PLAYERS title, in his idol Tiger Woods.”
THOMAS – I feel like I matured a lot and I know that there's a lot of things that I went through that year on the Korn Ferry that have helped me and continue to help me out on TOUR.
TRANSFORMATIVE YEAR IN DISTANCE
AMONG JT’S MANY SKILLS, HIS DISTANCE OFF THE TEE WAS A MAJOR ADVANTAGE. HE WASN’T THE ONLY ONE THOUGH. 
DISTANCE WAS REALLY BEGINNING TO TAKE OFF THAT SEASON.
ANNC - “What a huge advantage power is in today’s game. You can launch it high from deep rough on par 5s, turn them into long par 4s.”
COLT KNOST - Tiger, you know, started everything with the gym and starting to absolutely smash it, if you're not carrying it 300 yards, you're looking for something else to do. So I would say right around 2010 to 2015 is when things started to change and it turned into a distance game.
GORE,JASON - Tiger kind of brought in this influx of like really, really good athletes, you started to see these kids come up and they were just super athletic and super, like, just competitive.
IT TRULY WAS A TRANSITIONAL YEAR FOR DISTANCE. IN 20-14, 32 PLAYERS AVERAGED OVER 300 YARDS OFF THE TEE. I WAS ONE OF THEM, BY THE WAY. A YEAR LATER IT WAS 61. IN 20-17 IT WAS 89. NOW IT’S OVER 100 YEAR AFTER YEAR AFTER YEAR. GUYS LIKE TONY FINAU AND JUSTIN THOMAS WERE THE SIGNS OF WHAT WAS COMING.
JASON GORE - With Justin Thomas, you know, it was like just watching him and just the lack of fear and just the, you know, no scars, he hasn’t missed a four footer to make the cut, they know how good they are. And I think that's just that's to me, that was the time when everything started to change. That was like the youth movement.
BARBER – You could watch Tony and see that that was a massive advantage and that he was going to be successful because of it.
FINAU - It's just an awesome feeling to have that gear, y'know, and be able to, when you really want to put one out there, and give it all you got, you can do that it's an advantage to hit it that far.”
THOMAS - I hit it pretty far for my size. I don’t think many people would look at me and think I hit it far, it’s a lot easier when you’re hitting wedge as opposed to seven or eight iron
ALKER – It was kind of like the the year it sort of started turning. I mean, I was 43, so yeah, it just kind of felt that way, there was that kind of era where like, yeah, we got some young guys coming out that were going to be really, really good.
TONY PROFILE
SPEAKING OF LONG BALL HITTERS, SEEMS LIKE THE PERFECT TIME TO TALK ABOUT ANOTHER 2014 GRAD, TONY FINAU.
FINAU – I turned pro in 2007, and I didn't get to the Korn Ferry Tour until 2014, so the journey was long and tough. There's no question.
COLT KNOST - Tony was the guy that had all a lot of hype going out when he was 17 years old, obviously turning pro, played in Milwaukee on the PGA Tour. And I mean, he was the talk of the tournament, this guy is going to be a problem out on the PGA Tour.
ANNC - “24-year old, turned pro when he was 17, actually won the US Junior back in 2002.
ALKER - Big long arms, big, tall guy, athletic and who could hit it.
GORE,JASON - he's one of those guys. He just makes you angry, right? And he just hits a shot and you're like, I'm never going to make the ball sound like that.
BARBER – Tony was always has been fun to watch because he's, he's got pretty much unlimited power and he sort of reins it in, he looks like he's just kind of like throwing a softball and is, you know, throwing a 95 mile an hour heater.
COLT KNOST - I remember playing with him and being like, I'm not sure how I'm going to be able to compete with these guys.
ANNC – “We’ve known about him, we’ve seen him in Salt Lake, we’ve seen him in Boise, just starting to mature into an all-around game.”
FINAU – it was hectic at times. But, it was all worth it. I needed it to grow as a person, as a player. And, when I finally got to the Korn Ferry Tour, I knew that my window of opportunity was going to be wide open from there to live out my dream.
NATS – “Let’s see your swing, let’s see your golf swing.” “Show your swing.” “Oh, yeah!” ”Yeah, you look good man. Better form than your dad.”
FINAU - My family didn't travel with me at all on the Korn Ferry Tour. It was extremely hard. No. No question. To not have them out there. It was part of the sacrifices my wife and I had to make earlier in our marriage
FINAU – My oldest is two he's turning three later this year so, still uh being a father is still pretty new to me but uh lucky for me 'cause I had a father that was there for me so you know I'm going to try and be you know the same father that my dad was to me and my kids and maybe you can hope for a little bit better (laughs)."
NATS – Jraice does the Ha’ka
KELEPI FINAU – “I’m just proud of him, and he’s, learning how to grind it out, that’s what he’s going to need to play well on the PGA TOUR, he’s a fast learner, he’s a hard worker.
NATS – “Daddy, here daddy.” “Thank you, perfect.”
ALAYNA FINAU – What I’ve seen in two years, I’ve been like wow, this is a lot. We went through PGA TOUR Canada, we went through Q-School, so I’m asking Tony, I’m like dang, this is what all the guys have to go through? I know for me sometimes I feel like it’s hard, because I guess most of the times I feel like I’m a single parent, just seeing it now, I’ve gotta respect the grind now, because everyone thinks golf is easy, but really it’s not. Tony’s perfect for it because he’s patient and he’s super athletic, and he works really hard.”
FINAU - I give so much credit to my wife, through those years to, just allow me to go out and try to make a living for us and our family and, a foundation for us. We knew it was an opportunity that I couldn't pass and that I needed to do what I had to do to try and get to the PGA TOUR.
FINAU – My win at Stonebrae was kind of the crowning moment of the season. At that point, I knew I was going to be a PGA TOUR player, which was just everything for me.
FINAU STONEBRAE BITE - I feel overwhelmed really, I don’t think it’s really sinked in you know coming up that 18th green there I got a little bit of goosebumps going thinking about how far I’ve come these last couple years. I’m just soaking the win up and I know it’s a huge performance on my part.
JASON GORE - He was just so raw and so just gung ho. And it was just great to kind of watch him round in the form and finally get his card.
NATS – “24-year old from Salt Lake City, he showed a tremendous amount of resilience this year, Tony Finau!”
TONY HAS GONE ON TO BE ONE OF THE MOST CONSISTENT PLAYERS ON TOUR, MAKING THE TOUR CHAMPIONSHIP EIGHT STRAIGHT SEASONS SINCE 2017, AND HAS SIX TITLES TO HIS NAME.
ANNC FINAU PUERTO RICO - “There’s your champion, Tony Finau!”
ANNC FINAU ROCKET - “The floodgates are open for Tony Finau as he goes back to back on the PGA TOUR!”
ANNC FINAU MEXICO - “It’s a Finau Family Fiesta in Mexico! Here they come to help celebrate career win number 6 on the PGA TOUR!”
FINAU CLOSE BITE - Every season has its ups and downs and every every year you have to continue to dig deeper and find more of yourself than maybe thought you had. I'm still learning and trying to understand, you know, why and just try to get better.
TOUR WINNERS 
CEJKA – Some guys, pick it up immediately. Some guys need, you know, two years, some guys need ten years, maybe 20.
ALEX CEJKA IS ONE OF THE 15 PLAYERS FROM THE CLASS OF 2014 TO HAVE CAPTURED AT LEAST ONE PGA TOUR VICTORY.
ANNC - “Alex Cejka, 44 years old is finally a winner on the PGA TOUR!”
ANNC - “It’s a life-altering moment for Andrew Putnam, as he wins on the PGA TOUR for the first time!”
ANNC - “We have a champion in Tom Hoge!”
ANNC - “Fabian Gomez is the winner at Waialae!”
ANNC - “The dream is now a reality for Ryan Armour!”
ANNC - “Mr. 59 is now a PGA TOUR winner, and you don’t think Adam Hadwin’s pumped!”
JT TOPS THE CLASS WITH 15 WINS, WHILE TONY AND MAX EACH HAVE SIX. NOTABLE AMONG OUR CROP OF CHAMPIONS ARE THE FOUR WINS EACH BY NICK TAYLOR AND DANIEL BERGER.
ANNC – Yes it is! Daniel Berger takes the AT&T Pebble Beach Pro-Am!”
COLT KNOST - Daniel Berger's obviously battled some injuries, but he's a star and he's already played on a Presidents Cup. He's one of those guys that's not scared of the big moment.
ANNC – “Wire-to-wire! Fantastic performance by Nick Taylor!”
COLT KNOST - I spent a lot of time with Nick Taylor early on. I played him in the US Amateur the year I won and just remember how solid his game was and I'm so pumped for him to see the career he's having now.
ANNC – “Oh my goodness! Glorious and free!”
COLT KNOST - What he did in Canada last year is one of the coolest moments I've ever seen in golf. And then just recently in Phoenix, showing how clutch he is.
ANNC – “Absolute unreal stuff in the desert for Nick Taylor!
HADWIN - It kind of sums up the way Nick's been playing in these last 18 months. I mean, you get him in a position and he's clutch. He does what he needs to do to get the job done.
FOR ALL THAT NICK HAS ACHIEVED THE PAST DECADE, IT WAS ONE HUGE ROUND AT THE KORN FERRY TOUR CHAMPIONSHIP THAT MADE THE DIFFERENCE IN 2014. 
TAYLOR – To shoot 63 at the dye course there, at Sawgrass again, not knowing really what I needed that final day, but to kind of put it in my own hands have a great round move up the leaderboard and kind of solidify getting a PGA Tour card was a very memorable day.
NICK WENT ON TO WIN THAT SAME FALL AFTER EARNING HIS CARD, AND HAS MAINTAINED STATUS ON THE PGA TOUR EVER SINCE. FOR SOME THOUGH, IT MAY TAKE A SECOND, OR EVEN THIRD TRIP BACK TO THE KORN FERRY TOUR BEFORE THEY ACHIEVE THEIR TRUE POTENTIAL.
MAX PROFILE
HOMA - It’s stressful just because you don’t really have any time to slow down, you’ve got to keep playing well, either try to get some wins or a lot of top tens because you don’t want to get too close to that twenty five number. It’s just filled with a lot of good players that really, really want it and it just makes it really competitive out here.
ANNC - “The NCAA Champion is now a winner, capturing the BMW Charity Pro-Am in South Carolina.”
HOMA – “It’s surreal, it’s emotional, man, I didn’t win a lot in college and got a little bit of practice at the end of the year, and to come out and do it quickly, it means a lot to me and it gives me a lot of confidence going forward.”
COLT KNOST – Max Homa was one of the cool stories because he was the superstar college amateur player got his PGA TOUR card very early and then struggled for a while and I mean, really struggled.
ANNC - “Two years ago, his game was in such a sad state that he made two cuts in 17 tournaments. But he’s come back, got his status returned, lived by the mantra winners never quit and quitters never win.”
HOMA - “When I hit rock bottom I found a shovel and kept digging. I went to some low places and there would be times when I would wallow and honestly just hate my golf game, dislike what I was out there in what's supposed to be my favorite place in the world is a golf course, and all of a sudden I started to hate it.”
HOMA - “I remember just thinking to myself, I wish someone could come down and tell me that this is how good I am. And I will never be better than this. So I can just stop…I'd like to know that the end of the day at the end of my career, like I know for a fact that that's as far as I would have gotten in this game.”
ANNC - “A champion on the rise, Max Homa.”
HOMA - “Reflecting on two years, I'm tough. I don't know all about my golf all the time, but I'm tough, I refuse to give up, I refuse to give in, and I believe that hard work will pay off.”
ANNC - “Max Homa, his second win on the PGA TOUR on his favorite course, Riviera.”
HOMA - “Had good feelings this week, been playing great. City of Champions, Dodgers, Lakers, me know.”
ANNC - “Max Homa, the champion at the Wells Fargo Championship.”
HOMA - “I saw $18,000 in a year out here. I saw feeling very, very small, having literally no hope as to making -- getting a top-10 let alone making a cut that season. I think that's something I carry close to my chest because I think it's something that as much as nobody will want to have it, it's nice to have if you get through that tough time.”
COLT KNOST - When he was struggling, I was just I would always was just amazed, like, how are you not succeeding at this game? Because he's got all the talent in the world and we're finally now he's finally believing it and we're finally seeing how great he is.
JASON GORE - Once he realized how good he was and he didn't have to be perfect, he just had to be himself and he became a great champion. We always knew he was a funny guy, but also what a great husband, father champion, like representative for the game. And I'm just super proud of him.
HOMA - “I feel like there might be a day where golf might push me to want to quit, but those are the days that you can come back from and look back on and say hey, that day didn’t beat me.”
HOMA – You would like your career to be linear, but to have that to fall back to and really kind of learn how to play while having to compete against some amazing golfers and meet the next wave of players coming up is always inspiring as you get older.
MUCH LIKE HOW MAX’S JOURNEY HAS BEEN WINDING, MANY OF THE CLASS OF 2014 HAVE OUR OWN UNIQUE STORIES AND HAD GREAT ACHIEVEMENTS DOWN DIFFERENT AVENUES.
ALT JOURNEYS/CHAMPS TOUR
ALKER – It's the years prior to now that were the building blocks to what I've done, all those experiences I gained and the play and the competition I got on the Korn Ferry I mean you it's I couldn't have asked for a better build up going into Champions. 
STEVEN ALKER, WHO WON IN CLEVELAND DURING THE 2014 SEASON IN A RECORD SETTING 11-HOLE PLAYOFF, HAS GONE ON TO BECOME A BIG NAME ON PGA TOUR CHAMPIONS, WINNING EIGHT TIMES, CAPTURING THE CHARLES SCHWAB CUP IN 20-22.
ANNC – “The emotion pouring out of Alker!” “Where he was just a year ago, to be here right now, just outstanding stuff.”
ALKER - It's been fun. It's been a different vibe, different atmosphere. And that's what I liked about it, try to win golf tournaments and amongst a different company and and still learning. Still building and still learning and try and get better.
ALEX CEJKA HAS ALSO BEEN SUCCESSFUL AFTER 50, WINNING THREE SENIOR MAJORS.
ANNC – “Alex Cejka, in just his 3rd start on the PGA TOUR Champions has won the first major of the year!”
CEJKA – There's not many sports where you can still be on top of your game when you in the fifties, so I think we are blessed that we chose that sport obviously a long, long time ago. But I kept grinding. I love this game and I want to want to play this game as long as I can.
ANDRES NATS – There’s going to be a lot of emotions going on, guys are going to be trying to hit shots under a different kind of pressure. They’re playing for their livelihood.”
FOR OTHERS, LIKE MYSELF, WE’VE PUT DOWN THE CLUBS AND PICKED UP A MIC.
ANDRES NATS – “Yeah, I’m just trying to be really quiet right now.”
HOMA - Andres Gonzales in there like he's working on PGA Tour Live, Colt's working at CBS now as a podcast and continues to use the kind of relationships in a way that he made, I'm sure, on that tour and other times on the PGA Tour to help his knowledge in them.
COLT NATS - “I want no part of this hole Curt.”
COLT NATS - “If you happen to miss the fairway, you come over to the rough, where this ball is not going to bounce. It sinks straight to the bottom, and you’re gonna have a shot of around 200 yards to this green.”
COLT NATS - “I didn’t get a good look at either of these putts because Harry Diamond dropped his putter headcover back in the fairway and I politely went back and got it for him. Harry is very confused, he cannot find the putter headcover. ”So you haven’t told him, you haven’t given it to him? Oh there we go, in real time.”
COLT NATS - “This is a blast. I can’t make a bogey from here. I’m starting to get why Colt likes this. Colt, if he makes a 1 you have to do 50 push-ups.” “Like in a row?” “We could stretch it out over a week. Go in please. No!” “Smart shot Scott, thank you sir. Just when I said how nice you are you want me to die on national television.” “Show some respect to Scott and all his fitness.”
HOMA – It's great how maybe golf didn't go the way of like a Hall of Fame, but they had a successful golf career and then have used that to continue to either keep grinding or turn into another golf adjacent job.
THE ALL-TIME KORN FERRY TOUR WINS LEADER, JASON GORE, SPENT FOUR YEARS AT THE USGA BEFORE JOINING THE PGA TOUR AS AN EXECUTIVE VICE PRESIDENT AND CHIEF PLAYER OFFICER.
GORE - My only dream was to ever be a player on the PGA Tour. I never thought I'd have an office in this building, it's definitely been a crash course MBA and I'm glad to be in this building representing the players and trying to get across some of the things that I've learned for a long time I just never thought I'd be looking through this lens and I'm so grateful I am.
SOME HAVE EVEN MOVED BEYOND GOLF, BUT HAVE TAKEN THE TRAITS THEY DISPLAYED IN EARNING A PGA TOUR CARD TO THE BUSINESS WORLD.
BARBER – I miss professional golf, but the things that I enjoyed about it I can now just put towards this new career of wealth management. And so, seeing Colt be successful is not surprising because he was successful at golf and seeing Steven and Cejka have success on the Champions Tour is like, they got their PGA Tour card. And so I think the commonality there is it's a group of gifted people who excelled at what they did and then they're going to go do that regardless of what it is.
CLOSING SUMMARY
THOMAS – Everybody that was there that day and getting their tour card that day, whether it was the first or second or however many time, whether they're still playing golf or not, like they're still great players, it's just the top of the top is the PGA TOUR.

GORE,JASON - Pretty proud to be a part of like knowing that I competed with those guys and was able to kind of go head to head with them even, you know, just even if it was only for a moment.
HADWIN - It's obviously a very special class to be a part of to look back to know that I've been out here on tour for ten years now, I certainly believe that my time on the Korn Ferry Tour prepared me to be out here for a long time. 
TAYLOR – It was the dream to be on the PGA Tour. So getting through that year and two months later, I'm then a PGA Tour champion. A lot of change in that few months, ten years later, it's amazing how time flies. And now I've made a career out here, so it's pretty cool.
COLT KNOST – There’s no guarantees in this game, but to see this be one of the best classes, you know, I'm honored to be a part of it. Obviously, I'm not playing anymore. But to sit back and say I knew those guys when. It's pretty cool for me.
FINAU – It really is crazy to look back and at that class and think about how many great players there are, how many great personalities in the game of golf. And to add my name to a list of so many great players and so many great guys, it's definitely something really cool that I enjoy and that we all kind of share together.
BARBER – I competed against those guys for a whole season and, had a lot of success with them. And then, it's been, it's fun to just sit on my couch on a Sunday and watch a major and know that, those are the guys I played with and got my card with.
JASON GORE – You have to give up a lot to do what you love, and everybody who’s ever held a golf club and played in a PGA TOUR event loves it and has made sacrifices to be there. To me, it's about the competition and just about the heart and the desire to to just go out and prove everybody wrong, but mostly yourself, right, and these guys just giving it their all to just chase their dreams. And whether you make it or not, if you ever held a PGA Tour card in my book, you've made it.
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
